Summary. This regul ati on was updated to provide current
policy and procedures regarding the Fort Huachuca | ntranural
Coed Sports Program

Applicability. This regulation applies to all active duty
mlitary, retired mlitary, and their famly nenbers, Civi
Servi ce, Nonappropriated Fund, Post Acconmmodati on Support
Teachers, Arny and Air Force Exchange Service enpl oyees, and
Departnent of Defense Contractors on Fort Huachuca.

Suppl enment ati on.  Suppl enentation of this regulation is
prohi bited w thout prior approval fromthe proponent.

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1. Purpose.

This regul ati on establishes policies governing the

adm ni strati on, operation, and supervision of the Fort
Huachuca unit and post-Ilevel sports progranms for all active
duty mlitary assigned to Fort Huachuca. The Intranural Coed
Sports Program has been designed to--

a. Enhance troop norale and assi st commanders in
devel opi ng and mai ntaining a high state of enotional and
physi cal well-being between mlitary personnel and their
famly menbers.

b. Encourage maxi mum participation in whol esone
recreational team and i ndividual sports.

c. Help develop group esprit, the will to wn,
confi dence, aggressiveness, and teamnork; which are essenti al
to effective conbat readi ness.

d. Suppl enent the required physical training program

e. Provide the nethod of selection for teans and individuals
to represent Fort Huachuca at hi gher command | evel chanpi onshi ps
and the nom nation of individuals for higher |evels of
conpetition. To fulfill these objectives, the Intranural Coed
Sports Programwi Il be firmy organized for efficient
coordi nati on and communi cati on between supervisors and
partici pants.

4. Responsibilities.

a. The Sports Director, MAR, USAIC&FH is responsible for-

(1) Organization and direction of the sports
pr ogr ans.
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(2) Operation of all sports facilities.

(3) Availability of athletic equipnment and facilities
to all units and individuals on a fair and equitable basis.

(4) Arrangenents for off-post sports conpetition, as
required.

(5) Preparation and supervision of the athletic
budget and expenditures.

b. Intranural sports specialist are responsible for--

(1) Assisting the Chief, Sports and Fitness Branch in
the sports programand in the operation of sports facilities.

(2) Coordinating the scheduling of the Athletic
O ficials Association, to include verifying the worksheets to
ensure pronpt paynment for all official services that are
rendered, contacting officials on game assignnents, scheduling
changes, and ganme cancel |l ati ons.

(3) Providing technical advice, guidance, and
i nformation concerning the Intranmural Coed Sports Programto
Unit Athletic and Recreational Representatives.

(4) Maintaining and being famliar with appropriate
directives applicable to the sports program particularly
rules of eligibility, sport rules, unit population, |ogistical
support, and tabul ation of points awarded for the Commander's
Cup Program

(5) Issuing of sports uniforns and equi pment and
arrangi ng i ssue appoi nt nents.

(6) Ensuring that equipment is turned in pronptly at
the end of each sport season by unit teans.

(7) Ensuring fair and equitable | eagues are
est abl i shed.

(8) Ensuring qualified personnel adequately supervise
t eans.
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(9) Notifying all unit coaches, sports official
representatives, and nmai ntenance branches of any change in
schedul ed gane | ocation or gane tine.

(10) Ensuring sports facilities are maintained in a
safe and well -aligned condition at all tines.

(11) Serving as nenmbers of the Sports Branch Protest
Comm ttee.

(12) Ensuring publicity for all coed sports prograns
is dissem nated at | east 30 days before the program starts.

c. Unit commanders are responsible for--

(1) Ensuring Unit Athletic and Recreational (A&R)
Representatives (officer or nonconm ssioned officer) are
appoi nted on appropriate correspondence, with a copy furnished
to the Sports Branch Office, ATTN. ATZS- M\A

(2) Ensuring unit representatives attend the required
Unit A&R Representatives and | eague neetings schedul ed by the
Sports Branch.

(3) Ensuring the Chief, Sports and Fitness Branch, is
provi ded two copies of correspondence designating Unit A&R
Represent ati ves.

(4) Ensuring participants are in proper physical
condi ti on.

(5) Ensuring the fair play attitude is instilled in
all participants.

(6) Ensuring participants do not consune any type of
al cohol i c beverage before or during an athletic contest
conducted on Fort Huachuca.

(7) Ensuring all sports equi pnment issued by the
Sports Branch is returned clean 1 week after the end of a
specific season. |If the equipnent is not returned by that
dat e, equi pnent
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for the upcom ng sports season will not be issued, and the
unit will not be allowed to participate in the next schedul ed

coed sports program
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5. Sports program procedures.

a. Unit teams will be conposed only of personnel carried
on the unit Standard Installation/Division Personnel System
(SI DPERS) report or other service equivalent, to include
attached personnel (for exceptions see subparagraph f(2)).

(1) Unit SIDPERS reports will determ ne which | eague
a unit will be assigned to. This is done on or about the
first of Septenber of each year, with that unit participating
inits designated | eague from 1 Septenber through 31 August
annual | y.

(2) Units with 125 or | ess assigned personnel will be
authorized to participate in the "A" League. Units with 126
or nore assigned personnel will be authorized to participate

in the "AA" League.

(3) Once a unit team has been designated in either
"A" or "AA" League, the unit teamw !l remain in that
specified | eague for the remi nder of sports year.

b. Personnel on tenporary duty (TDY) or attached status
for nore than 90 days may participate with the unit to which
they are attached. One copy of TDY or attachment orders will
be submtted with unit rosters for all coed sports prograns.

c. Individual (s) who is on TDY or placed on special duty
for |l ess than 89 days, and not assigned to a unit under the
current year Commander's Cup Coed Program wll submt a
menor andum requesting to be entered in the player's pool. The

menmor andum wi | | be addressed to the Sports Branch, ATTN:. ATZS-
MM- OF, and contain the individual's rank, full name, |ast
four digits of the social security nunmber, and duty phone

nunmber. Individuals will be placed through the player's pool
as soon as possible. The menorandum prepared and signed by
the individual, will be routed through his or her conmander,

to the Sports Branch.
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d. Individuals who have a permanent change of station or
expiration termof service during a coed sports season w ||
not be permtted to conpete once the individual has officially
signed out of the unit. EXCEPTION: Any individual bowing in
a 8- to 9-nonth | eague may, upon approval of | eague
representatives and the Sports Director, be permtted to
conplete the regular bowing | eague; however, he or she wl|
not be permtted to participate in a Post Chanpionship Roll -
O f.

e. Participants will represent units to which they are
assigned or attached by orders, except as foll ows--

(1) Upon transfer to another unit on post, an
individual will be ineligible to conpete with the gaining unit
for 7 days. |If the gaining unit does not have a teamin the
| eague or does not pick up the transferee on its teamroster
within 7 days, that individual may conplete the season by
participating with the former unit. Reassignnent of mlitary
to participate in a specific sport is specifically prohibited.
Mlitary personnel who are interpost transfers are not
eligible to participate with a gaining unit if the transfer
occurs after regular season conpetition is conpleted.

(2) If a unit does not field a team an individual
may submt a request through the unit conmander to the Sports
Director (ATTN: ATZS-HRR-E), to play for another teamw thin a
desi gnat ed | eague structure. Designated | eague structures are
determ ned by 1 Septenber of each year. |If this does not
apply, the Sports Director will assign an individual to a team
by using a player’s pool, which permts the assignnent of a
pl ayer to a team as needed. Mjor and m nor sports will be
specified in the coed sports cal endar in Septenber of each
year.

(3) Al other MAR aut horized participants, upon
pl ayi ng one gane (match) contest, shall remain with that team
for the remai nder of the season (includes play-offs or
t our nanments) .

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(4) Players' pool adm nistration.

(a) An individual will be placed in designated
groupi ng, the Intranural Coed Sports Program which is
designated into an "A" and "AA" | eague structure based on 1
Sept enmber unit popul ation.

(b) An individual is placed, at either the beginning
of the sports year in Septenber, or during the sports year,
dependi ng on current | eague standings or Coed Commander's Cup
point totals after the first major sport has been conduct ed.

(c) An individual placed on a team by using the
pl ayer’s pool, can earn five points for the unit toward the
Coed Conmander's Cup by conpeting in 51 percent of |eague
ganes scheduled in a major team sport. By using the player’s
pool, a unit may earn up to 50 points by having 10 or nore
pl ayers participate in 51 percent or nore of the schedul ed
ganes.

(d) Individuals assigned to a unit through the
pl ayer’s pool who assists that unit to a major Coed Sports
Chanpi onship Playoff, Match, or Roll-Of, will earn an
additional two points for their unit toward the Coed
Commander' s Cup.

(5) The follow ng case-by-case rules are also in
ef fect--

(a) An individual placed on special duty with another
unit or section may participate only with the parent unit.

(b) Individuals on teans dropped fromthe | eague or
requesting permssion to play for a teamwithin a group w ||
not be eligible to participate with another team except by
unani nrous approval of all team or | eague representatives.

(c) Individuals participating for a unit which fields
nore than one teamw ||l not be transferred fromone teamto
another within the unit and may play only for the teamwth
which they initially conpeted during regul ar season
conpetition.

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(d) Violation of the eligibility rules, noted in
subpar agraphs d(4)(a-c) above, will result in a forfeiture of
each ganme or match in which a violation occurs.

(e) Individuals nay be suspended from conpetition
because of unsportsmanli ke conduct. Length of suspension w ||
be determ ned after a conprehensive investigation of the
i ncident by the Sports Branch personnel.

f. Conpetition is at the conpany |evel for all Coed
Sports Prograns.

(1) Intramural Coed sports conpany |evel team
conpetition in major sports will be conducted in bowming, flag
footbal |, basketball, volleyball, soccer, and slowpitch
softball, with points awarded as shown in Figure 1. All mgjor

sports conducted are subject to change. A mninmumof 10 unit
teans nust conpete in order to conduct a specific major sport.

(2) Intramural Coed sports conpany |evel conpetition
in mnor sports will be conducted in golf, tennis, cross-
country, racquetball, and track and field. All mnor sports
conducted are subject to change.

(3) Teamawards will be presented at the end of each
sports season, neet, or series of neets. Awards wll be based
on the best record of wins, |osses, the nost points, or the
| east points earned in all the neets in coed mpjor or mnor
sports.

(4) Individual awards may be voted on by the unit or
team representatives; however, expenses for awards (trophies)
will be incurred by the participants, in specified prograns,
providing all participating units, teans, and individuals
agree to purchase them

g. Each unit or teamunder the Intramural Coed
Commander's Cup Sports Programis authorized to participate in
adult sports conpetitions. They can earn sports participation
and tournanent placenment points as follows--

COWMVENT: Fifty participation points will be awarded to the
units that enter the m ni num nunber of participants in a
specified major or m nor sport when the "A" and "AA" Leagues
are conbi ned. Placenment points will be awarded to the units
that enter a m nor sport combined | eague by breaking down the
top "A" League team as they finished, and the top "AA" League
team as they finished,.

(1) Each unit or teamw |l be required to submt a
"Menorandum of Intent"” to enter each sports program The unit
commander or designated unit commander is required to sign any

or all "Menorandums of Intent.” |If the menorandumis
submtted late, the Commander's Cup sports participation
points will not be awarded for that specific sports program

(2) Units entering nore than one teamare required to
submt a roster for each team designating the unit team coach

or captain and duty tel ephone nunmber. Provided they enter
within the prescribed timefranme, they will receive
participation points for only one team The teamto receive
poi nts nust be identified when the "Menorandum of Intent” is
submtted. |If either teamfromthe sane unit drops out of a
program for any reason (other than a bona fide mlitary
comm tnment), participation points for that unit will be
forfeited.

(3) Unit or teamrosters are due by the close of
busi ness on the date specified on the current annual
I ntramural Coed Sports Calendar. A unit or team who submts a
roster |ate

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will not be awarded participation points; however, that unit
or teamw ||l be permtted to conpete for the Commander's Cup
sports program "Final Standings" or "Chanpionship Playoff”
poi nts, as prescribed in the specified governing coed sports
byl aws.

(4) Any teamforfeiting two ganes during the season

will be dropped fromthe | eague, with all ganmes played or
ganes remai ni ng counting as no ganmes played during the regular
season. League standings will be adjusted accordingly.

(5 If two teanms fromthe sane unit do not conplete
t he season, that unit will not be allowed to enter two or nore
teanms in the next major sport, unless the teans were forced to
drop from conpetition because of a bona fide mlitary
comm t ment .

(6) Units that enter two or nore teans for a Post
Chanmpi onshi p Tour nanment nust enter each team using only roster
pl ayers who conpeted in at | east one gane/ match during the
regul ar season. Units nay not conbine two or nore teams in
order to conpete in a Post Chanpionship Tournanent.

(a) Awunit that enters two or nore teans for a Post
Chanpi onshi p Tournanment will receive the Commander's Cup
sports program points only for the teamthat finishes in the
hi ghest place in the tournanment. Exanple: |[If Headquarters
and Headquarters Conpany (HHC) teanms #1 and #2 finish first
and second in the Post Chanpionship Tournanment, only HHC #1
will receive final standing team points.

(b) If aunit enters two teanms in a Post Chanpionship
Tour nament and finishes first and second, both teams will be
presented awards, if awards are made avail abl e.
h. Renoval froma sports contest.
(1) A coach, player, or fan renoved by rule froma

sports event nmust be out of sight and sound within one m nute
or me, match, or nmeet will be forfeited.

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(2) This rule will be strictly enforced to ensure
control of the ganme, match, or neet conducted on this
install ation.

i Pr ot est s.

(1) Discussions of the game with officials on matters
of judgnent are not grounds for protest.

(2) Protests involving player eligibility or
substantiated rule msinterpretation or infraction will be
consi dered by the Sports Division as specified in the
governing sports bylaws. A msinterpretation of a rule, which
t he team captain has noted and brought to the i nmmedi ate
attention of the head official before the next live ball or
pitch, will be resolved before continuing play. Protests
| odged during a Post Chanpi onship Tournanent, neet, or nmatch
will be resolved prior to the next live ball, pitch, or event.

(3) The teamcaptain will ensure a protest involving
pl ayer eligibility is witten on the officials' delivery gane
ticket and submtted in witing within 24 hours to the Sports
O fice (ATTN: ATZS-MMA-OF). The witten protest will contain-

(a) The player's nane (if known) or jersey nunber.
(b) The player's parent unit (if known).
(c) The name of each teaminvol ved.
(d) The match or ganme score, match or ganme nunber,
i nning nunber, nunber of runners on base and where, number of
outs, count on batter, tinme remaining, and final score of the

gane.

(e) Rule msinterpretation (show rule number,
section, article, and paragraph).

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(f) Nanme of official(s).

(g) Date and time of the match or ganme, and field or
court | ocation.

(4) The protest commttee, consisting of the Chief,
Sports and Fitness Branch; Sports Director; and one Intranural
Coed Sports Specialist; will review the protest and nake a
final decision.

j. Conmbined Intranmural Coed A&R Unit Representative’'s
meet i ngs.

(1) The Intranural Coed Sports A&R Unit
Representative' s neetings will be conducted on the first
Wednesday of each nonth, 1000, at Barnes Field House (BFH),
bui l ding 61701, except the nmonth of January. In January the
meeting will be conducted on the second Wednesday.

(2) The Installation Sports Director will preside as
chai rperson of the A&R Unit Representative s neeting.

(3) Representatives nust be designated in witing by
their conmanders to maintain conmuni cation, coordination, and
interest in the Fort Huachuca Sports Program

(4) Representatives will be awarded 25 points toward
the Commander's Cup program for attending each schedul ed A&R
Unit Representative neeting.

(5) The Sports Director will ensure reports on
partici pation, supply procedures, and sports publicity is
provided to all A&R Unit Representatives during meeting.

k. Alcoholic beverages. At no tine will any type of
al coholic beverage be consunmed by a participant conpeting in
an athletic contest conducted by the Sports and Fitness Branch
before or during the contest. Participants who have al cohol
on

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their breath or are seen consuni ng an al coholic beverage
before or during an athletic contest will not be permtted to
conpete and will be renoved fromthat contest (sight and
sound). The head official will note the incident on the gane
delivery ticket. A second offense by the same partici pant

wi ||l mean expul sion fromthat sport or tournanment. At no tine
wi Il any type of alcoholic beverage be consuned on any of the
installation's athletic fields w thout command approval.

| . Commander's Cup Sports Program

(1) The Commander's Cup is awarded to a unit in each
| eague (" A" and "AA") that accunul ates the npbst points during
t he sports year (Septenber-August).

(2) Conmmander's Cup points will be awarded to al
intramural coed mmj or and m nor sports conpetitions.

(a) Fifty points will be awarded to all units for
participating in and conpleting a major sport conpetition. A
unit teamthat forfeits two games or matches in a nmajor sport

will automatically be elimnated fromfurther conpetition in
that sport and will forfeit the 50 participation points.

(b) Thirty entry points will be awarded to all wunits
fielding a m ni mum nunber of authorized participants that
conpete in a specified mnor sports conpetition. |If |less than
the m ni mum nunber of authorized individuals participate,
entry and placenment points will not be awarded.

(c) A wunit who enters enough participants, either in
t he Open, Junior Veterans, Seniors, and Masters Division in
m nor sports, will be awarded participation points for that
sport, as designated in the specified sports bylaws. [If a
tournament format is conducted in a mnor sport, entering
units who have four or nore legitinmate forfeits or defaults,
will be denied the 30 participation points.

(3) In case of atie in any of the two Commander's
Cup Intranmural Coed Sports Progranms, a mnor sport wll be
used to break the tie, i.e., 18 holes of golf, 100 neter dash,
best 2 out of 3 ganmes in racquetball, etc.--

(a) Unit or designated commanders will draw a m nor
sport (racquetball, cross-country, track and field, tennis or
golf) froma hat.

(b) Once the mnor sport is drawn, each conmander
wi || designate one unit nmenber to conpete against the other
unit menber in the event.

(c) The unit whose nenber wins the selected m nor
sport event will become the current year Commander's Cup
chanpi on.

m  Post Chanpi onship and Tournanment formats are--

(1) Should the "A" or "AA" Leagues have seven or
fewer teans entered in a major sport, there will not be a post
tournanment. The |eague standings will then determ ne the
| eague chanpi on and runner-up; eight or nore teans constitute
a four-team play-off.

(2) Head-to-Head conpetition (who beat who) will be

used to break a two-way tie for a play-off berth. |In case of
a three, or four-way tie for any spot in the "A" and "AA"
League standings, a single elimnation play-off format will be

used to decide the tournanent seating after the head-to-head
tie breaking procedure has been used. EXAMPLE: Conpany A
beats Company B, Conpany B beats Conpany C, and Conpany C
beats Company A. A three-way tie exists after using the head-
to-head tiebreaker, and the single elimnation play-off wll
be used to determ ne the tournanent seating.

(3) Ties in mnor sports conpetition will be broken

by reverting back to the |ast event, match, or gane invol ving
participants of units tied.

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6. Supplies.

a. The Chief, Sports and Fitness Branch, Supply O fice
mai nt ai ns and i ssues sports and athletic supplies and
equi pment for teams participating in the Fort Huachuca
I ntramural Coed Sports Program

(1) Sports equipnent will be issued directly to the
unit supply officer or the representative who is properly
designated on a current DA Form 1687 (Notice of Del egation of
Aut hority--

Recei pt for Supplies).

(2) Sports equipnent will be hand-receipted to a unit
representative or coach in the Coed Intranural Sports Program
Approved fam |y nmenber and civilian teans will be issued

sports equi pnent to their team coach or nmanager. The coach or
manager nmust have a current DA Form 1687 authori zing
equi pment or uniformissue.

b. The Chief, Sports and Fitness Branch will notify Unit
A&R Representatives when the units will be issued intranural
sports equi pnment and supplies.

(1) Type and quantity of authorized equi pment or
supplies, issue dates, and tines will be noted in each sport's
byl aws.

(2) Seasonal equipnment will be issued on a returnable
basis. To draw basketball equipnent, all previously drawn
sports equi pnment or supplies (such as flag football equipnent)
must be turned in. Failure to conply with the specified turn-
in date by a unit will preclude that unit fromreceiving
addi ti onal equi pnment and participating in the next schedul ed
sports program

(3) Each unit conmmander will be responsible for
initiating Statenment of Charges, Governnent Property Lost or
Damaged Report, Report of Survey, or Cash Collection Voucher
within 5 working days after due date of equipnent.

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7. Higher Level Sports Conpetition.

a. Al Army Trial Canps and Arned Forces conpetitions are
conducted annually in the follow ng sports: basketball, nen
and wonen; wrestling, men; volleyball, nmen and wonmen; bow i ng,
men and wonen; track and field, men and wonen; tennis, nen and
wonen; softball, men and wonen; golf, nmen and wonen; soccer,
men; and racquetball, nmen and wonmen. Sports conpetitions are
subj ect to change due to funding constraints.

b. Sites and dates of All Arny Trial Canps and Arned
Forces conpetitions will be announced annually. During
O ynpi ¢ and Pan- Anerican Ganme years other sports can be added.
In such cases, the additional sports will be announced in
writing.

c. Active duty mlitary personnel interested in
participating in the All Arny Trial Canps and Arnmed Forces
conpetitions nust provide to the Sports Division
(ATTN:  ATZS- MMA-OF), a mninmum of 60 days before the opening
date of Trial Canps, the follow ng information--

(1) A DA Form 4762-R (Athlete's Application); with DA
Form 4763-R (Athlete's Certificate of Amateurism; these forns
are available at the Sports Division Ofice.

(2) A conplete summary, in chronol ogical order, of
past and present athletic performances, honors, and awards in
the sport for which the individual is applying.

8. Athletic Facility Reservati on.
a. Requests for reservation of athletic facilities for
athletic or recreational activities and special events will be

sent to the Sports Director, (ATTN:. ATZS-MWA-OF), at |least 2
weeks before the requested date.

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b. The following criteria will determ ne the feasibility
of requests--

(1) Availability of Sports and Fitness Branch
personnel for supervision and mai nt enance.

(2) Energy conservation requirenments during specified
times.

C. Reservations for all athletic facilities will be
granted according to the following priorities--

(1) Post level athletic events, as required.

(2) Intranural Coed Sports Prograns.

(3) DWR sponsored events.

(4) Intramural team practice.

(5) Active duty personnel non-directed play.

(6) Active duty famly nmenbers non-directed play.

d. BFH swi mm ng pool policy.

(1) The BFH swi mm ng pool can be reserved for unit
Dr own- proofing and Water Survival Training by coordinating
with the Pool Manager at extension 3-3858.

(2) Correspondence, using nmenmorandum format, nust be
submtted to the Pool Manager (ATTN. ATZS-MMA-P), at |east 10
wor ki ng days before requested training. The unit commander

must sign the request.

(3) Every effort will be made to support unit
Drownr oof i ng and Water Survival Training.

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e. Softball and football field and basketball and
vol | eyball court reservation policies and procedures.

(1) Al above-nentioned fields or courts that are
avai l abl e for practice will be made available to unit teans by
reservations only.

(2) Units wanting to reserve a field or court for
practice, Monday through Friday, will call extension 3-2948.

(3) Reservations will be for a 1-hour period, upon
approval. The field or court reservation slip nust be picked
up at the BFH i ssue cage by the requesting unit, by 1530 on
the date of reservation. The field or court reservation slip
will remain in the requesting unit's possession during
practice tinme franes.

(4) Field or court reservations may be called in 1
day in advance between 1300 and 1500, Monday t hrough Fri day,
to reserve available fields or courts between 0500 and 0700 or
1500 and 2100. Reservations for Saturday, Sunday, and Monday
may be made by calling on Friday between 1300 and 1500.

(5) When a holiday falls on Mnday, reservations wll
be made on the preceding Friday for use of the field or court
for Saturday, Sunday, Monday, and Tuesday.

(6) Units fielding two or nore teans in an intranural

sport can reserve a 1-hour period per day for practice for
each team
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(7) Units who do not enter a teamin the Post
Intramural Softball, Football, Basketball, or Voll eybal
Prograns will, after the cutoff date for submtting
"“Menmor andum of Intent,"” use an available field or court for
practice from 1300 to 1500 only. Court or field reservations,
for units not participating in the sports program can be made
after 1400 daily by follow ng procedures denoted in
subpar agraphs e(1),(2),(3),(5), and (6).

(8) Individuals or units using any Sports Division
field or court without a witten reservation slip, issued by
the Sports Division, nust surrender the field or court to a
teamwith a witten reservation slip.

f. Tennis court policies and procedures.

(1) There are six tennis courts for daily use
t hroughout Fort Huachuca- -

(a) BFH lighted courts (four).
(b) Lakeside Activity Center lighted courts (two).

(2) Courts may be used for not more than 1 hour when
people are waiting to use them

(3) Only tennis shoes are allowed on courts. Shoes
that | eave marks on court surface will not be all owed.

(4) Schedul ed prograns and special events wll take
precedence over daily users.
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
