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Pvt. Murphy’s law

It’s not easy being a top dog, but Wendy
sure does make it look that way. The military
working dog strutted her stuff recently by
properly and quickly detecting explosives
during a Department of Defense competition,
helping the Army bring home nine awards.

Staff Sgt. Mark Nieto, military working
dog supervisor and handler, and Wendy
brought back fourth place in the explosive
detection event at the DoD Worldwide Mili-
tary Working Dog Competition at Lackland
Air Force Base, Texas, on May 20.

The competition consisted of six different
events - scouting, building search, handler
protection, explosive detection or narcotic de-
tection and combat obedience, which Wendy
had to participate in. Nieto and Wendy com-
peted with 60 other dog and handler teams
from all military services in the two-day event,
with 20 of the teams being Army. The dogs
were judged on how well they performed the
specific events within a specified time limit.

“I’m real proud of her. I knew she would
do well,” Nieto said, who has been working
with Wendy for nearly a year. Though he had
faith that Wendy would prove herself, he said
he was still surprised with the placing. “This
competition is very different than other com-
petitions she has done. I didn’t feel all that
well about our performance when we went
into the competition. But at the awards cer-
emony they called our name. I was very sur-
prised and proud of her.”

Wendy is no stranger to placing in com-
petitions, according to Nieto, who was her
handler at a competition in March in Yuma,
Ariz. at a Marine Corps Air Base. Wendy re-
ceived first place in the explosive detection,
second place in tactical obedience and sec-
ond place in the obedience course.

Though Nieto is moving on in life and get-
ting out of the military in the next couple of
months, he still has some words of wisdom
for future military police who handle work-
ing dogs.

“The most important factor is the learning
experience you gain from going to these com-
petitions, because everybody does things dif-
ferently. There’s always something to learn

and bring back home with you,” Nieto said.
This last round Nieto said he learned that the
use of distracters while training would be ben-
eficial. “Things like toys or arm wraps - dogs
like these things, but they can’t be focused on
them in a real situation. If there is something
like food around, the dog may have the ten-
dency to focus on that instead of the subject.”

Nieto, who is originally from Phoenix,
Ariz., isn’t sure of what he will be doing when
he gets out of the military, but he knows that
he will continue to work with dogs-whether
it be in customs or law enforcement is still up
in the air.

“There is a strong bond between handlers
and the dogs,” he said. “Out of all the dogs

I’ve worked with, Wendy is the best I’ve ever
had the opportunity to handle. I hope her next
handler continues her reign of excellence.”

Wendy has already started working with
her next handler, Sgt. Travis Burton and he
said she’s already showing him a thing or two.

“These dogs are a lot smarter than you
think. Otherwise, when you first picked them
up they wouldn’t try to get away with so much.
They sit when they know they’re not supposed
to, just to see if they could get a treat out of
you. You need to establish a strong bond with
the dog, especially for competitions, so the
dog will do what it knows it’s supposed to
do. The dog has to know you know when it’s
messing around,” Nieto said.

served as an ideal introduction to the band’s high energy pop
sound.

In 1997, Sugar Ray dramatically established themselves as
serious chart contenders with “Fly”, the multi format smash
debut single from their RIAA double platinum second album,
“FLOORED”.  Among its many achievements, “Fly” held the
number one position on the Billboard “Hot 100 Airplay” chart
for six consecutive weeks, while its companion video became
an across the board number one clip at MTV, VH1, and The
Box.

“1459”, the band’s RIAA triple platinum third album, was
greeted by a bounty of effusive reviews, including a three and
a half star lead notice in Rolling Stone, which applauded the
album’s “gorgeous psychedelic guitar hooks and drum loops,
and Mark McGrath’s wise guy futon talk”.  The Los Angeles
Times commended the band’s “postmodern pop that seamlessly
incorporates wide ranging rock, hip-hop and reggae influences.”
People which named “14:59” led to a number of  significant
achievements for Sugar Ray, including its first ever Rolling
Stone cover story and an RIAA gold single certification for
“Every Morning.” The mega hit track rose to the top five on
Billboard’s “Hot 100”, in addition to becoming a number one
smash at Modern Rock, Triple-A, Modern AC, and Adult Top
40 formats, a top five track on the Billboard “Hot 100 Single
Sales” chart, and a number two track on the “Hot 100 Singles
Airplay” chart. “Someday”, the second single from “14:59”,
also proved a popular favorite, reaching the top ten on the
Billboard “Hot 100”, along with becoming a number two hit at
Modern AC and Top 40 outlets across the country.

Along with the substantial chart and airplay successes,
“14:59” ushered in a period of unprecedented live performance
activity.  In addition to a series of support dates on the Rolling
Stones’ “BRIDGES TO BABYLON” stadium tour, 1999 saw
Sugar Ray appearing on stages across North America.

Sometimes the finish line can seem miles
away, especially when you haven’t even
started to run.

Though the “finish line” is still in the dis-
tant future, children who are involved in sports
can get their sports physical taken care of now,
so they can start the fall sports season ahead
of the game.

“Students who need to take the physical
can do so now and beat the traffic that comes
closer to the start of school year,” Capt. Jane
Schillaci, chief of clinical support division,
said.

“A big reason to take care of it early is
because they can’t start the sport without the
physical, which means if parents wait too long,
their child might not be able to participate in

Sports physicals - Get’em while it’s hot
the first couple of weeks of the sport.”

Sports physical forms are provided by the
schools on post for children wishing to par-
ticipate in sports throughout the year. Ap-
pointments can be made by calling the main
hospital at 533-9200, then dialing in the ap-
propriate medical team. Medical records and
the school sports physical form should be
brought in during the appointment.

The physical will include a heart and
breathing check, old injuries examination and
a review of shot records to ensure against any
childhood diseases.

“One thing that is very important is the
asthma check during the physical. There are
a high number of kids here with asthma. The
doctor will check to ensure it’s not exercise
induced asthma, and also check for any other
allergies the child may have, like an allergy

SOUTHERN WATERS
TUCSON URBAN- The urban lakes, Silverbell and

Kennedy will be stocked with channel catfish this week. Due
to poor water quality, Lakeside will not be stocked. Use
worms, chicken liver or prepared catfish bait.

RIGGS FLAT- The gate is open, the lake has been stocked
with trout, and the weather is cool. Trout fishing has been
very good.

CLUFF RANCH- Fair for warm water species. For lake
information call (520) 485-9430.

ROPER LAKE- Slow. For lake information call (520)
428-6760.

DANKWORTH POND - Fishing has been slow for all
species. For lake information call (520) 428-6760.

KEARNY LAKE- Slow. Try Power bait, corn or cheese.
ARIVACA-  Anglers should be aware that harvest regu-

lations on largemouth bass have been restricted to catch and
release only on all largemouth bass caught at this lake. Sur-
veys last week show fair numbers of small bass, but very few
fish exceeding 12 inches. Average bass size is 7 inches. No
other fish stockings are planned until the water quality stabi-

Weekly Fishing Report lizes. Due to elevated mercury readings in the warm water
species, it is recommended that these fish not be eaten.

PENA BLANCA- Bass fishing is good. With the warm
weather, the best fishing is at night. Surveys show good num-
bers of fish in the 15 to 18 inch range. Use artificial worms in
rocky areas for largemouth bass. Good for sunfish. Try worms
in shady areas. Due to elevated mercury readings in the warm
water species, catch-and-release should be practiced. For lake
information call (520) 281-2296.

PATAGONIA- Good for warm water species. The best
fishing is at night. Artificial worms, spinner baits and
crankbaits fished close to structure should get results for bass.
Good for flathead catfish, try live sunfish or shad. Also good
for channel catfish, try worms, chicken liver, or prepared cat-
fish bait. Try worms in shady areas for sunfish. For lake in-
formation call (520) 287-6063.

PARKER CANYON- Fishing is slow for warm water
species. Try artificial worms or night crawlers. Anglers are
still catching some trout on Power Bait. This would also be a
good time to try fly-fishing. The limit on northern pike has
been removed and all northern pike that anglers intend to keep
must be killed immediately. Anglers are encouraged to try to
catch this illegally introduced species. Call (520) 455-5847.

PICACHO RESERVOIR - The water level is very low.
ROSE CANYON LAKE - Rose Canyon is scheduled to

be stocked with rainbow trout this week. Try Power Bait,
corn or cheese. Small spinners should also catch trout. For
lake and camping information call (520) 749-8700.

to bee stings,” Schillaci said. “This physical
is just to ensure that the kids who participate
in sports here are in shape and ready to go.
It’s a good way to avoid injuries and is a great
baseline before the child starts any sports, in
case of injury.”

Schillaci said that these types of physicals
can and should be done by adults as well. The
adult physicals are not mandatory prior to
starting a sport, but could be beneficial. Adults
can make a wellness appointment, she said.

“Now is a great time to get the physical
done because of the high number of children
involved in sports. Sometimes the wait list can
be a while and the child might miss the first
couple of weeks of practice. A child can re-
ally get this done whenever they need it, but
we’re just trying to be proactive about it,”
Schillaci said.

High quail call-counts

High quail “call counts” in some areas of southern Ari-
zona by Arizona Game and Fish Department biologists have
created an air of optimism for the fall Gambel’s quail season.

Jim Heffelfinger, Tucson regional game specialist, said
that an analysis of the call-count data collected is some of
highest recorded for Gambel’s quail during the last 30 years
in the Oracle Junction area.

“Traditionally, very high counts result in an over estimate
of the average bag limit for the hunting season. Very low counts
result in underestimates,” Heffelfinger explained. The call
counts translate into an anticipated bag limit of seven birds
per hunter per day average in the Freeman Road area and 6.1
birds per hunter day in the Willow Springs area near Tucson.
“As always, the predicted daily bag is merely to provide the
public some idea of what to expect in the fall. The bag will
probably fall short of these predictions, but this fall should
still be a good one for Gambel’s quail in the Tucson area,”
Heffelfinger said.

A multi-year drought resulted in poor Gambel’s quail sea-
sons in Arizona the last several years. Game and Fish biolo-
gists have pointed out that in most of the Gambel’s habitat
throughout the state, the expectation is for a “normal” or
slightly below normal quail year. However, some hunters and
biologists alike have said that “normal” will seem “great”
compared to the last several years and could be “fantastic”
compared to other parts of the nation - it’s all relative.
