lam an only child. Can I be deployed to acombat zone?

Yes, an only child may be deployedto a
combat zone. Thereissome confusion on
thisissue because according to Army Regu-
lations, asoldier who isa* sole surviving
family member” is not normally deployed
to an areawhere dutieswould involve ac-
tual combat with the enemy. But a*“sole
surviving family member” is not synony-
mous with an“only child.”

A sole surviving family member is de-
fined as any son or daughter in a family
whose parent or sibling was either killed in
action, died asaresult of wounds, accident,
or disease, isin a captured or missing in
action status, or ispermanently 100 percent
disabled while serving in the U.S. Armed

Forces. Thisdefinitionisobviously much
narrower than the common definition of an
“only child.”

Consequently, if you are an only child,
as opposed to asurviving family member,
you can be deployed as directed by your
commander. Feel freeto speak to alLegal
Assistance Attorney if you have additional
guestion on thisissue.

Safety commission recalls Rebel spiral saw

AAFESrelease

DALLAS — The Army and Air Force
Exchange Service, in cooperation with the
U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission
and Roto Zip Tool Corporation, of Cross
Plains, Wis., isparticipating in the voluntary
recall of about 1.9 million handheld saws.

The handles on these saws can separate
from the body, causing the operator to be
cut.

AAFES only sold the Rebel model from
April 2001 through February 2002.

CPSC and Roto Zip Tool Corp. havere-
ceived 360 reports of loose or separating
handles on the saws. Asaresult, there have
been 19 reports of injuries to consumers,
including some cutsrequiring stitches.

Therecall includes Revolution, Rebel and
Solarismodel Spiral Saw power tools. The
brand name and “ROTO ZIP SPIRAL
SAW” are written on the side of thetools.
The saws are mostly black or red. There-

Adolescence: time to establish habits, prevent gum diseases

With very rare exceptions, the conditionis
dueto neglect and can be prevented by removing plaguethrough
daily flossing and brushing.

Infact, recent studies have recogni zed that toothbrushing
actualy reducesan early form of periodontal disease, gingivitis,
which is characterized by red, swollen and bleeding gums.
Thanksto an emphasison preventive dentistry, the percentage

of older Americanswho havelost their natural teeth has de-
creased 12 percent between 1986 and 1997.

Although the prevalence of destructiveformsof periodon-
tal diseasesislower in adolescentsthan in adults, studieshave
indicated that gingivitisisnearly auniversa finding in both chil-
drenand adults.

Even though many teensknow theimportance of good den-
tal care, they often neglect their oral health because of their
busy schedules, and becausethey view thisneglect asaway to
assert their independence. But, by encouraging their childrento
assumeresponsibility for their dental care, parentsare motivat-
ing them toward good health habitsthat will last alifetime.

Mass casualty

Fort, county join forces to respond

Two days before the six-month anniversary of the horrific
eventsof Sept. 11, Fort Huachucajoined forces with emer-
gency responders throughout Cochise County to participate
in thefirst ever county-wide mass casualty exercise Satur-
day.

Personnel from 27 communitiesresponded to three differ-
ent mock disaster scenarios. One sceneincluded an airplane
crash that occurred at Libby Army Airfield that was caused
by pilotsbeing contaminated by ablister agent, another scene
involved amilitary dignitary’s spouse who wastaken “ hos-

tage” at Reservoir Hill by agroup called “ The Redeemers,”
and thelast incident was a bus accident that occurred at The
Mall in SierraVista.

Maj. Toimu Reeves, commandant for Headquarters and
Headquarters Company, U.S. Army Garrison, wasthe Cochise
County exercise planner and controller and wasresponsible
for planning and controlling the entire exercise.

“ The exercise went extremely well,” Reevessaid. “The
county was able to validate joint operationsin the areas of
jointincident command, control and communications; hospital
protocols; health department protocols; and public affairs.

“The exerciselasted six hoursand 22 minutes and could
not have gone more smoothly.”

Staff Sgt. Douglas DuBois, an observer and controller for
the scene at the airfield, said he felt like the scenario was
very redlistic.

“Therewasonly atime lapse of acouple of minutesfrom
the time Emergency Medical Personal were notified of the
crash and when they arrived on the scene,” he said. “| be-
lievean exerciselikethisinstillsasense of security. It allows
thecommunity to know that they have qualified personnel who
canhandleacrisis.”

“Itwasalot of work,” said Sgt. 1st ClassLaurie Williams,
one of the main casualty coordinators. There were over 90
“casualties’ for the exercise and 80 of them were soldiers
from USAG. She said the planning began last year.

Shesaid overall the casualties seemed to be pleased with
the response of emergency personnel and even commended
some by name. She said some of the casualtieswere actually
“treated” for their wounds while some had their treatment
smulated.

DuBoissaid the soldiers seemed to have alot of fun act-
ing like casualties.

“1 couldn’t be morepleased,” said Col. John Custer, deputy
commander of the U.S. Army Intelligence Center and Fort
Huachuca

“1 think that cooperation between the various agenciesin
the county and the city isexactly what every community needs
todo,” hesaid.

Maj. Mike Petty, post provost marshall, said he felt the
combined county resourcesformed apretty formidable team.

Coal. Victory, played by Suzette Krusemark, and her posse
kept the scenario asreal as possible throughout the four-hour
ordeal that eventually endedin“Mrs. Boardman's’ life.

“Mrs. Boardman,” played by Pfc. Valelia Popatu, Head-
quartersand Headquarters Company, U.S. Army Garrison, was
dressed for the occasion with fake skin abrasions aong her
faceand arms.

Maj. Blood, one of The Redeemers, played by Sgt. Jose
Rivera, HHC USAG, was" shot” intheleg during the scenario
aswell. Whilehewrestled to kidnap “Mrs. Boardman” he ac-
cidentally shot himsalf intheleg.

Coal. Victory’sright hand man, Lt. Delgado, played by Sgt
1t ClassRichard Blough, HHC USAG, kept closetabson“Mrs.
Boardman” throughout the exercise, forcing her to climb up
anddownthehillsde.

“We'll kill her to gain therecognition we' relooking for,”
said Col. Victory. “They killed our brothers, and now it’stime
they get their’'s.”

During the hostage scenario, The Redeemersasked for $20
million to betransferred to abank account in Jamaica, insisted
on TV crewsto film their hostage take-over, asked that their
fellow Redeemersberel eased, and ordered apizzawhile wait-
ing for the negotiationsto settle.

Since The Redeemers managed to only receiveatunacas-
seroleand chipstotidethem over, asmall mutiny beganwithin
the Redeemer ranks. Col. Victory settled the non-negotiations

Makeup artists create
‘monster mash’ effect

It took one gutsy lady to dedicate thetimeand energy
to pull off a realistic mass casualty exercise for Fort
Huachuca and twenty-seven other communities during
Saturday’semergency response exercise.

The Cochise County-wide exercise was designed to
test the coordination and support abilitiesof federa, State,
city and county assetsin responseto amass casualty cri-
sis, but WilmaMrosek ensured it looked as gruesome and
wasas hectic asany real situation.

With aplane crash, hostage situation and bus accident
al inonesunny Saturday morning, Cochise County turned
into aregular monster mash. Thiswasall capablewith the
help of “redl blood,” prosthetic wounds, ratty clothes, and
homemade vomit according to Mrosek

As a certified special-effect makeup artist who has
been practicing for 20 years, Mrosek ensured her “vic-
tims’ looked the part. Volunteer “victims’ had amputated
arms, open chest wounds, glassdebrisstuck intheir heads,
didodged eyebdls, torn cheeksand open abdomina wounds
just to name afew.

Mrosek has done makeup in various mediasranging
from moviesand theater productionsto other Army-re-
lated exercises. She said having real-to-life make up dur-
ing exercisesaddsaleve of redismandintengty for emer-
gency responseteams.

“Thisall brings awesome awareness. It'sgreat,” she
sad.

Mrosek isoriginally from Holland and has practiced
makeup artistry throughout Europeto include schoolsin
Germany and Switzerland. She hasworked with every-
thing from explosivesto vegetable soup to help make* vic-
tims’ look the part. Mrosek said thistype of makeupin-
volvesintense study not only with fake blood and animal
parts, but actual human anatomy and the way different
accidents hurt the human body.

“Thistype of makeup applicationisintense. You al-
ways have to keep learning new things,” she said. This
time around Mrosek had to read up on chemical reac-
tions.

Seven soldiersand local civiliansvolunteered to help
Mrosek during theexercise. Shetaught afour-hour makeup
application class before volunteerscould “kill” their vic-
tims.

“Everyonewasvery cooperative. Thespirit of thevol-
unteerswas so great. It really made thisexerciseawon-
derful experience,” Mrosek said about all the “victim”
volunteers, aswell asher fellow makeup artists.
