AGD release

Prescribed burning: benefits wildlife

Firehasbeenanaturd part of the high desert
ecosystem for avery long time. Throughout
time, wildfires ignited and burned naturally
through our valley. Lightning caused someand
then Native Americans intentionally started
others. Theselow intensity firesinthe past kept
thegrassland floor and the surrounding moun-
tainforestsfreefrom the natural annual build
up of dead grass, thick brush, dead treesand
pineneedles.

Sheridan Stone, wildlife biologist for Fort
Huachuca, said that animal and plant life here
hasactually been shaped by fire. “Weburnto
reducefirerisk while sustaining military train-
ing and use it asatool to boost our environ-
ment.”

But one might ask why would anyone be
crazy enoughto start afire, especially during
an extremedrought? It just doesn’t seemlogi-
cd, right?

Wrong—according to Stone, prescribed
burnsare essential toremovefuel or alter the
vegetation community under desired meteoro-
logical conditions, such aswind, humidity and
temperature, to achieve acertain degree of fue
consumption. Itisalso atool for enhancing
vegetation and wildlife habitat conditions.

“Prescribed burnsalter habitat, benefiting
some species primarily by altering the struc-
tureof theareato get rid of undesirableplants.
It may also knock back diseases and fungus
whilestimulating new green growth with more
nutrients,” Stonesaid.

Fdlentreesandlimbslefttorotinthegrass-
landsand forest will decay at avery dow rate.
Infact, largelogs can take morethan 100 years
to decompose. This process is aided by the
numerous speciesof bacteria, insects, andwild-
lifethat livein the decomposing materias. All
thisrotting isoneway that nature recyclesnu-
trientsback into the soil.

However, faster recycling occursduring a
fire. Gasses are released into the atmosphere
intheform of smoke. Intheburned area, nitro-
gen and other nutrientsremain and areleached
back into the soil asrain soakstheground. This
isnature’ sway of rapidly recycling nutrients.
Unfortunately, when there’ stoo much fuel on
theground and it’sburned in an intense wild-
fire these benefits are often missing. Intense
firestend to scorch theground and kill thetrees
above.

Also, from experiencewe havelearned that
firesnot caught when they are small quickly
buildinszeandfireintengty intowildfires: Ryan
Fire, the East Rangefires south of Huachuca
City, and Allison Road fire had atotal of about

5,345 acreslost. During that same 12 month
period there hasbeen 19 controlled burns, with
only 280 acresburnedinthesefires.

Stone said, “the benefits of the currently
planned burn, which will beafter our nextrain,
will be from burning our last nine 2.5 acres
squaresin grasslands. Thisisto completethe
experimental trestment, under controlled con-
ditions, of study plotsthat all together will give
thefort scientifically and ecologically vaidin-
formation and understanding about theinter-
action among: timing of fire; non-nativeinva
Sive grass species that may ater natural fire
frequency and affect soil and wildlife; and agave
populationsthat are the main food for endan-
gered lesser long-nosed batswhen they arein
the Fort Huachucaarea.” Stoneadded that this
canhelpusplan andimplement natural resource
conservation, comply with laws, and sustainthe
quality and usefulnessof our training landsfor
military training.

But controlled burns haveto be approved
through Range Control, Environmental and
Natural ResourcesDivisionfor environmental,
archeological and natural resource protections,
Directorate of Public Safety, and other opera-
tional and safety officials said Stone. Once
planning iscompleted, and the garrison com-
mander approves, Fort Huachuca Fire and
Emergency Servicesburnsthe proposed area.

These controlled burnsare done under the
strictest of guidelines, said Stone, “with burn
objectives, current and forecast wegther, safety,
public hedthfrom smoke, wildlifebehavior, and
logistics’ taken into account. Stone cautions
that wetake current meteorological concerns
to heart and urges soldiers, civilian employees
and their familiesto “keep in mind that where
we spend our time and may start afirearein
thoseareasmost important to us. That includes
our homes, favorite camping and hiking areas,
cherished parks, and the best hunting and fish-
ing grounds.”

“We and our families, guests and friends
should think through the wayswe may cause
any firetoignite, indoorsor out: matches, light-
ers, smoking materiass, stovesand grills, lan-
terns, power toolsand vehiclesthat can cause
a spark when striking arock, and spontane-
ously combugtibleoil andragsinthat backyard
shed by thetall grassand wood pile. Thenwe
should discard or secure thosethingswe can,
and make sure anyone using them knows how
todo so safely and responsibly.”

Sonesad, “thegrasdand burn plotsare part
of alargescaleand long term study to help us
meet theimportant demandsfor using, restor-
ing and conserving Fort Huachucalands.” He
added, “We want to continue using and con-
sarving our landscape by design, for alongtime,
not just by chance or muddling aong.”

DoD Introduces online

A new era has commenced for the Fort Huachuca Adju-
tant General Directorate.

Dueto the congressionally mandated A-76 study, the Fort
HuachucaMilitary Personnel Directorate, longwith private
industry, competed for afive-year contract to providemilitary
personnel servicesto the soldiersof Fort Huachuca

The purpose of the A-76 study isto provide necessary gov-
ernment services at thelowest possible cost to the taxpayer.
In December 2001, the Fort Huachucagovernment employ-
eeswereawarded thecontract with abid of $8,830,584, which
was$7.3 million lessthan the nearest private sector bid. Asa
result of thiswin, the AGD is now entirely staffed by civil
serviceemployees.

In order for the government to pull off thisstunning upset,
the AGD developed new business practices to streamline
workload processes, cut costs, and provide moreefficient ser-
vicesto soldiers. Thisre-organization hasdivided the AGD
into two separate entities, the Residua and the Most Efficient
Organization.

The Residual consists of the office of the Adjutant Gen-
erd, Quaity Assurance, and Casuaty/Mortuary Affairs. The
MEO consists of theMilitary Personnd ServicesDirectorate,
withfour divisionsthat provideall the personnel servicespre-
vioudly associated withthe“MILPO.”

Thesedivisionsinclude the Personnel ServicesDivision,
Personngl Automation Division, Trainee-Student Division, and
Reassignments.

A key mission of theresidua organizationisto bethe® Gov-
ernment Representative” to ensure that the MEO or “Con-
tractor” isproviding therequired serviceswithinthe standards
(quality and time) set forth in the contract.

What does all thismean for the AG community and sol-
diers?

Better staffing to service soldiers

Withacivilianworkforcein place, the AGD isnow staffed
from7:30am.to11:30a.m.,and 12:30 p.m. to4:15p.m. No
longer will the AGD belimitedinitsability to servicesoldiers
dueto sergeants’ time, military taskings, or annual military train-
ing requirements.

Customer service/satisfaction

With the exception of the ID Card Section, soldierswill
be serviced on an appointment basi s, scheduled through their
Battalion and Brigade S1 sections. Thiswill eliminatesoldier
downtimeand the frustration of wondering if someoneisbeing
seen before hig’her time. Soldiersarenow in-processed five

daysaweek, on an appointment basis, whichwill push soldiers
to their unit in ashorter time frame. Customer feedback re-
ceptacles have also been placed throughout the AGD to im-
prove customer satisfaction.

Timeliness of actions processed

In accordance with the Performance Work Standards, each
personnel action processed within the AGD will be entered
into a database and tracked to completion. Each personnel
action must be processed within aspecified timeperiod. This
datawill be collected by and subject to audit on an annual ba-
Ss.

Consolidation of personnel services

With the exception of the ID Card Section, all Personnel
Services, whichinclude Actions, Promotions, Transition Ser-
vices, Recordsand Evaluationsand In/Out Processing, have
been consolidated at WhitsideHall, building 41330.

Future improvements

A Fort Huachuca AG Web Page, will soon provide current
information on all aspectsof personne servicefor active duty,
family members, and retirees. The AGD will alsoinstall an
automated telephoneinformation directory. Thiswill alow cus-
tomerstodia asinglenumber to reach all AGD personnel ser-
vices.

Finally, In/Out Processing proceduresarebeing re-visited
to expeditethe coming and going of our soldiers.

Whiletherewill be some growing pains, aswith any new

medical research library

Veterans and service members can now find the Gulf War
research-rel ated medical information they want on one central
Web site, http://www.gulflink.osd.mil/medsearchy.

The site is the collaborate effort of the Defense
Department’s Deployment Health Support Directorate, the
Department of Veterans Affairs and the federal Centers for
Disease Control and Preventionin Atlanta.

Theideafor the onlinemedicdl library, dubbed M edsearch,
came as a recommendation from a 1999 CDC conference,
according to Drue H. Barrett of the CDC’s National Center
for Environmental Health.

“We brought together avariety of different scientists, re-
searchers, veteransand patients’ advocates,” shesaid.

“Inseveral different work groups at thisconference there
wasraised thisissue that sometimesthe research was difficult
to search through becauseit was on several different sites.”

Medsearch strives to fill the needs of both veterans and
researchers, Barrett explained.

Veteranswanted one placeto gowhereal theinformation
and research was availablein away they could understand and
accessit. Researchers wanted an easier way to keep track of
all theresearch being done by thefederal government in vari-
ousplaces.

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Being drill sergeants’ voices goal for top 2002 NCO trainers

Being thefifth straight noncommissioned of -
ficer from Fort Leonard Wood, Mo., towinthe
active Army Drill Sergeant of the Year seemed
lessimportant to Staff Sgt. Randy Cheadlethan
what thetitle meant.

Both heand Sgt. 1st Class TobiasMei ster,
drill sergeant leader at the 95th Division (IT)
drill sergeant school at OklahomaCity, there-
serve component Drill Sergeant of the Year,
wanted to talk about their role asthevoicesfor
all drill sergeantsinthe Army.

“I"'mreally excited to get to work with the
Transformation of drill sergeant schoolsandthe
new POI (programsof instruction),” Meister
sad.

“It's going under review right now,” said
Staff Sgt. Randy Cheadle, adrill sergeant with
the 795th Military Police Battalion at Fort
Leonard Wood. “I know that alot of drill ser-
geants|’ veworked with havealot of ideas, so
it’ll begood to get to be thefacilitator for their
ideas and theinformation they want to put for-
ward.”

Both NCOs agree with changesthe Army
recently madein the qualification for drill ser-
geant duty. Theagelimit wasraised from 36
to 41, and the required score on the General
Test waslowered from 100 to 95.

If leaderscan demonstratetheir ability
tolead and can train the sol diers properly and
effectively, and can send them out into the or-
ganizational Army wherethey can operate ef-
fectively and safely and be confident, then |
think that should belooked at.”

Thetwo men wereinterviewed about two
hours after they had been named as the Drill
Sergeants of the Year at a ceremony at Fort
Monroe's Continenta Park. They still seemed
to be coming to grips with the fact that they
had won thisyear’s competition.

“My feet haven't quite touched the ground
yet,” Megter said. “It’sjust an honor to repre-
sent 95th Division up here.”

“I’'mamazed. It'sjust awesome,” Cheadle
sad.

Both men credited the help they received
from their unitswith winning. Both of them
found time to do their jobs and still build up
their Army Physical Fitness Training scores,
plusbeing grilled by sergeantsmagjor on topics
similar tothose aboard of sergeantsmajorsat
Training and Doctrine Command questioned
them about.

TRICARE newsrelease

If you' vejust had or adopted achild, congratulations! Asa
TRICARE beneficiary, anong your new parental responsibili-
tiesistheneed toregister your childinthe Defense Enrollment
Eligibility Reporting System (DEERS). Onceyou’ vedonethat—
if youintendtoenroll himor herin TRICARE Prime—youmust
completethe enrolIment processwithin 120 days of the date of
birth or adoption.

DEERS Registration

Inorder for your childto receive TRICARE PRIME cover-
age, heor shemust beregisteredinthe DEERS database. If the
child'snameisnotin DEERS, heor shewill not show asdligible
for TRICARE PRIME benefits, and clamswill bepaid as Stan-
dard after thebaby is121 daysold.

Firgt, obtainacopy of your child'shirth certificate, certificate
of livebirth, or adoption papers. The certificate of livebirth may
be obtained from your hospital’s medical records department.
Then, thechild’ssponsor must takethe appropriate document to
thenearest military base or post personnel officetoregister him
or herin DEERS.

If the sponsor is deployed or on TDY, the other parent or
guardian should be prepared to show power of attorney to reg-
ister theinfant or adopted childin DEERS.

Prime Enrollment

Onceregistered in DEERS, your childisready to beenrolled
inTRICARE Prime. A parent or guardianfirst must fill out and
submit theenrollment gpplication, which can easily be accessed
online at www.triwest.com. Youmay alsovisit the TRICARE
Service Center or call 1-888-TRIWEST torequest aform.

Early enrollment will help avoid any delaysor gapsin pro-
cessing hedth careclaims.

Under TRICARE rules, your new child’'smedica clamswill
be covered, asif heor shewereenrolledin Prime, for 120 days
from the birth or adoption dateif you or your spouseisactive
duty.

For the babies of retired sponsors, the sponsor or another
family member must be enrolled for the baby to receive auto-
matic Primecoveragefor 120 days. No authorizationsor refer-
ralsareneeded for thefirst 120 days. If thechild isnot enrolled
inPrimeby the 121 day, hisor her coveragewill automatically

changeto TRICARE Standard or Extradongwith
the appropriate copaymentsand cost-shares. Itis
best not towait until day 119 or 120 to compl ete
theenrolIment.

Note: Parents need not be TRICARE Prime
enrolleesfor thechild to bedigiblefor Primecov-
erage unlessthey areretired. Beaware, however,
that enrolling your new childinto Primemay change
your own enrollment statusfrom*“single” to“fam-
ily” andwill increasethe enrollment feefor anon-
activeduty family member. If you choose not to
enrall your childin Primeright now, youmay doso
later.

Circumcisions

Newborn circumcision is covered under
TRICARE andisincudedintheroutine, well-child
carefor newborns. Because newborn well-child
careisconsidered part of the mother’smaternity
episode, circumcision doesnot require aseparate
Nonavailability Statement (NAS) or copayment.

A circumcision performed after the boy has
been discharged from the hospital issubject to ap-
propriate cost-share amounts under TRICARE
Standard and Extra and to the appropriate
copayment amount under TRICARE Prime.
(Primecopaymentsdo not apply if youarean ac-
tiveduty family member.)

Regardless, TRICARE will cover acircumci-
sion performed on boys age 91 daysto 6 years,

whentheprocedureisdetermined to bemedicaly
necessary.

If you are a TRICARE Prime beneficiary, no referral is
required whenthecircumcisionisperformed withinthe 120 days
following the date of birth, because the newborn is covered
under Primefor that period. If the procedureisdone after the
initial 120 days, your primary caremanager will need to request
an authorization from TriWest by callingyour local TRICARE
Service Center.

Billing for mom and baby

Under TRICARE Prime, Standard and Extra, anewborn
who staysin the hospital longer than the mother will beginto

incur hisor her own TRICARE hilling, separatefromthemather’s,
and the stay will requireaseparate authorization.

Newbornscovered by TRICARE Standard and Extra, who
remain in the hospital morethan 15 dayspast the mother’sdis-
chargedate, dsowill requireaninpatient NASIf youlivewithin
acatchment area.

One offender, who
was caught shoplifting
twiceinour PX, pada
totel fineof $400.00. This
finewasinadditiontothe
civil pendtiesthat were paid to the PX. Re-
member shopliftingisacrime.

The cases handled by the SAUSA are not
limitedtotrafficcitations. If theMilitary Police
citeyoufor offenses such astheft, shoplifting,
damageto property, and assault, andissueyoua
DD Form 1805 (U.S. District Court Violation
Notice), then you must appear before the
SAUSA whennotifiedtodo so.

If youfail to appear, afederd warrant for
your arrest isissued and your nameisentered
intotheNationa Computer Systemtheat there
isanarrest warrant issued onyou.

Asaresult, if you aresubsequently stopped
by a police officer anywhere in the United
Sates, your arrest warrant will appear during
the paliceofficer’scheck and youwill betaken
into custody until you get theorigind violaion
deared up by appearing beforeaFederd Mag-
istrate Judge.

Many soldiersand civiliansfall to
recognize the importance of the
ticketsthat theMilitary Policeis-
suetothem.
Theseticketsarenot something
thet canbeignored or dedlt withat the
person’'sconvenience. They areis-
sued under Fort Huachuca'sau-
thority asan exclusivefedera
jurisdiction and have the
same weight as any
ticketissued by apo-
lice officer off-
pogt.
Soldiersor ci-

Additiondly, pursuant to Fort Huachuca
Regulation, personswhoreceiveaDD Form
1805 dtationandfail topay desgnatedfinesor
gopear incourtwill havether pogt driving privi-
legessuspended until thematter isresolved.

isnow completed.

Theproject, costing $6.2 million will enabletheinstallation
totreat morewastewater and returnit to the water table through
the use of shallow basin effluent recharge ponds being con-
structed onthe East Range. The project wasdesigned by CH2M
Hill and constructed by Sundt Corporation.

Even education and law enforcement will benefit fromthe
current round of Military Construction Army that isauthorized
by federa government’s AppropriationsBill, enacted annualy
by Congressand signed into law by the President.

Two such MCA projects are the construction of a36-per-
son classroom and administrative space for approximately 15
ingtructorsinthe Military Intelligence School.
