Health officials urge public to
take precautions against virus

Hantavirus Pulmonary Syndrome Q&A

What is hantavirus?

Hantaviruspulmonary syndromeisadiseasethat usudly begins
withflu-likesymptoms and may repidly progresstorespiretory fail-
urewhenthelungsfill withfluid. Patientsusudly devel op symptoms
withinafew daysto sx weeks, difficulty inbresthing tendsto occur
gpproximately twoto Six daysafter onset of symptoms.

How do you get hantavirus?

Hantavirusis spread by the deer mouse and other closdy-re-
lated species of wild mice, which excretethevirusintheir urine,
droppingsand saliva. Peoplecan becomeinfected by inhding par-
ticlesof thevirus, which may becomeairbornewhen rodent drop-
pingsor nestsaredisturbed. Anyonethat iscleaning rodent nestsor
areaswhererodents have been including homes, workplace, and
especidly cabins, garages, and barnsinrurd areasshould usepre-
cautions
What is theincubation period?

Itusudly takesoneto 9x weeksfor incubation. Thismeansthat
once apersonisexposed to the virus, it can take from oneto six
weeksto developthedisease.

How common is hantavirus?
Since 1993, when hantaviruswasfirst identified in the south-
west, therehave been 35 casesof hantavirusin Arizona.

Is it fatal?

Hantaviruscan befatd . Approximately one-third of thosewith
thediseasedie. Of the 35 casesthat have beenreportedin Arizona
since 1993, ninepeoplehavedied.

Isittransmissible person-to-person?

No. A personisinfected only by inhaing particlesof thevirus,
which may becomeairbornewhen rodent droppingsor nestsare
disturbed.

Is this something to worry about?

Hantavirusoccurswherever thedeer mouseand closdly related
peciesarepresent, whichisgenerdly inrurd aress. Thepublicis
advised to avoid contact with rodents, their nestsand droppings.
Other rodents, such asroof rats, have not been shown to posea
threet of hantavirus.

What can I do to protect myself?

Proper clean-up methods: When rodent droppingsor nestsare
foundinandaroundthehome, spray themliberally withahousehold
disinfectant and alow them to soak for at least 15 minutes. Use
disnfectantsthat kill viruses or asolution of one-part householdbleech
mixedwith ninepartswater. After disinfecting, wear rubber gloves
and deanupthedroppingswithdisposablematerias Sed dl maie-
rids, droppingsor nestsin doubleplastic bagsand disposeof themin
thetrash. Rodent-proof your homeby preventing rodentsfrom en-
tering thehomeby plugging or sedling dl holesand gepsto theout-
sSdegresater than 1/4-inch in diameter with steel wool, thick wire
screen, metd flashing or cement.

First hantavirus case for
2002 in Maricopa County

Maricopa County release

A Maricopa County resident isrecovering from the
year’sfirst caseof hantavirus. Only one caseof hantavirus
wasreported in Arizonaduring 2001.

Thirty-five cases have been reported since 1993.
Hantavirus Pulmonary Syndromeisan often deadly dis-
easethat usualy beginswith flu-like symptoms and may
rapidly progressto respiratory failurewhen thelungsfill
with fluid. Breathing difficulties can occur approximately
two to six days after the onset of symptoms. Deer mice
and certain other wild mice spread hantavirus. Themice
excretethevirusinther urine, droppingsand saliva. People
can becomeinfected by inhaling virus particlesthat may
become airbornewhen rodent droppingsor nestsaredis-
turbed. Thevirusisnot spread from person to person.

Thisisthetime of year when peopleare opening sum-
mer cabins and cleaning out barns, garages and storage
units. Hantavirus can occur wherever deer mice are
present, which includesmost rural areas.

The Cochise County Health Department and the Ari-
zona Department of Health Servicesurgerural residents
to take precautions when opening up or cleaning rural
structures.

Cochise County Health Department Director Diane
Carper advises, “Use caution when you open or first en-
ter acabin or other rural structure that has been closed
for aperiod of time. Check carefully for signs of rodent
infestation, and be sureto disinfect rodent droppings or
nestsbeforeyou disturb them.”

If possible, air out the structure before entering it. I
you find droppingsor nestsin or around the structureyou
should spray them liberally with ahousehold disinfectant
and allow the area sprayed to soak for at least 15 min-
utes. You can use adisinfectant that killsvirusesor you
can makeyour own solution of one-part household bleach
mixed with nine partswater.

Wear rubber gloves and use disposable materialsto
pick up the droppingsafter disinfection. Put everythingin
two plastic bags and ensure both bags are sealed. Dis-
poseof theminthetrash. Do not clean by sweeping, brush-
ing or vacuuming sincethisstirs up dust, and increases
the chance of inhalation.
