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The fort opens its doors and gives the
public a chance to tour the elegant turn-of-
the-century dwellings located in the historic
area.  The annual Holiday Tour of Historic
Homes takes place Dec. 8, from 2-5 p.m.

The old post, a national historic landmark,
remains as it was several decades ago.  The
houses open for the tour are the original
homes of adobe and stucco built at the turn
of the century and are still occupied by se-
nior military officers.

Each home featured is named after a his-
toric figure who played a valuable role in
the development of the Army and Fort
Huachuca, such as General of the Armies
John J. Pershing, and the Indian Wars leader
and one time commander of the Department
of Arizona, Gen. George Crook.

Homes on this year’s tour included Mor-
row House, Sanford House, Macomb House,
Winans House, Wilder House, Miles House,
Pershing House, Crook House, Bernard
House, Carr House, Cruse House and

Carleton House.

Fort Huachuca was founded in March
1877 and is still an active duty Army post.
It was from Fort Huachuca that hardened
troopers tracked down the defiant Apache
leader “Geronimo” in 1886.  The famous 10th

Calvary “Buffalo Soldiers” called the fort
home for 20 years.

The historic homes of Fort Huachuca
came into being after a visit by Gen. Will-
iam T. Sherman in April 1882.  He gave his
approval for the construction of a permanent
facility.  Receiving an allowance of $57,820
from the War Department on Aug. 17, 1883,
foundations for 11 officers’ quarters were laid
during November.

Each home had several outbuildings -
water closets, stables, servants quarters, coal
bins, etc.  The first of the outbuildings were
the stables and water closets constructed in
1884 when the houses were originally built.
In 1916, the servants’ quarters were con-
structed and placed behind each set of quar-
ters.  Electric lighting came to the homes
around this time.  The water closets have
been moved inside and the stables have been

replaced by garages.  The coal bins arrived
in 1920, and the masonry garages were com-
pleted in 1936.  The servants’ quarters are
now used for guests or storage, and the coal
bins now hold wood.

The tour of historic homes begins at the
Fort Huachuca Historical Museum on
Grierson Road where participants can pur-
chase hot or cold cider and receive their tour
programs.  Advance tickets are $5 and may
be purchased through Dec. 7, from the Fort
Huachuca Museum Gift Shop Mondays -
Fridays from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. and Saturdays
and Sundays from 1-4 p.m., the MWR Box
Office (1-888-921-4745) and the Sierra Vista
Chamber of Commerce.  Tickets may be
purchased the day of the tour for $8 at the
museum.

The tour is sponsored by the Fort
Huachuca Officers’ and Civilian’ Spouses’
Club.  Proceeds from this event are distrib-
uted to the OCSC Scholarship and Disburse-
ment Fund.

No photos or videos may be taken inside
the homes.  Children under 10 years of age
are not permitted on the tour.

During the final event of the Noncom-
missioned Officer Academy’s Iron NCO
competition, Sgt. 1st Class Ira Turner wished
he was back at Fort Campbell, Ky. On his
second leg of the 10K ruck march, the el-
evation of Heritage Hill was unmerciful on
his legs and lungs.

“This competition give
those few NCOs to go above and beyond
what’s required of them physically to pass
the course. Just the fact they’re competing is
a big deal and says a lot about them.”

As each soldier competed, they were not
told how many repetitions they performed
nor how fast they competed the run and ruck
march. According to Sargent, the goal was
to keep the winner a secret until graduation
day.

“At that time the winners will be an-
nounced and their names will be enshrined
on a plaque which hangs here at the Acad-
emy,” Sargent said.

Preparing physically for the competition
was the easy part said Sgt. 1st Class Valerie
Cleary, assigned to Hawaii.

“The mental preparation was the hardest
because you’re competing more against
yourself than your peers,” Cleary said. “I set
some personal goals that I wanted to achieve.
Whether I win or lose isn’t important, but
meeting my goals. Winning would just be
icing on the cake.”

Did you know that autumn is the best time to plant pe-
rennials in the high desert?

Most folks get the planting or gardening “bug” in the
spring, and put in all their plants right before the weather
gets extremely hot and dry. Spring is actually the worst time
of year to establish trees, shrubs and perennial plants in Ari-
zona. They require a lot more water and spend all their en-
ergy trying to survive the heat and dryness, instead of put-
ting energy into expanding their root system. Planting now
when the weather is cooler will allow plants the time and
energy they need to establish good roots before next spring
and summer. A good root system will help them get through
the hot, dry months of April, May and June. During mon-
soon season you will see them really take off.

For plant ideas, visit a Water Wise Demonstration Gar-
den — the Uhrhane Traffic Circle and Fire Station #1. A

large selection of beautiful native and non-native drought
adapted plants are featured and many of the plants are la-
beled for easy identification. You can also find the follow-
ing bulletins, “Groundcovers and Flowers for Fort
Huachuca,” “Shrubs for Fort Huachuca,” and “Trees for Fort
Huachuca,” at Water Wise and Energy Smart brochure racks
located at the Post Exchange, Self Help Shop, Housing Of-
fice, and Murr Community Center. These bulletins list plants
that are easy to grow and thrive in our climate and soils.

Please note: This is the high desert. Winters bring freez-
ing and below freezing temperatures. Make sure the won-
derful drought tolerant plants you choose are also frost tol-
erant (to 10 degrees Fahrenheit). Also, the grass in the hous-
ing area is beginning to go dormant for the winter. No amount
of watering will make your bermuda grass lawn green, but
over watering may rot the roots and kill your grass.

First in-state Rocky Mountain
Sheep capture, relocation planned
AGFD release

The Arizona Game and Fish Department is conducting
its first-ever in-state capture and relocation of Rocky Moun-
tain Bighorn Sheep Tuesday in southeastern Arizona.

 Although Rocky Mountain sheep have been transplanted
into various locations throughout eastern Arizona, the cap-
tured sheep have always come from out-of-state sources.

Biologists hope to capture 20 sheep from a surplus popu-
lation in the lower Eagle Creek drainage, and an additional
10 animals near the Phelps-Dodge Mine, outside of Morenci.

The released animals will bolster a small population in
Bear Canyon. Hawkins and Powers, a wildlife-capture com-
pany based in Wyoming, will use a helicopter to gather sheep
in Eagle Creek, bringing them back to a staging area to be
checked by veterinarians, tagged and fitted with radios.

At the same time, other department personnel will use
net guns and tranquilizer darts to capture animals at the mine.
