In a final game that may have just sealed
the fate of who will hold the Commander’s
Cup title for all sporting events throughout
the year, neck-and-neck teams waged a war
against each other in softball.

U.S. Army Garrison, Aardvarks, beat out
three-year running champions, Company E,
305th Military Intelligence Battalion, during
the AA League semi-championship game
Tuesday night on Sentinel Field, with the fi-
nal score of 11-3.

“Our win tonight was a little revenge –
pay back – for a loss by Echo earlier in the
season,” said Cuahutemoc Fernandez, USAG
coach.

Up until the semi-championship softball
game, the Aardvarks and E/305th were a mere
25 points difference in deciding who wins
the Commander’s Cup, with 810 points and
835 points respectively.

Because of Tuesday night’s win, USAG
believes they are now ahead and are prepared
to receive the trophy, though not all softball
points or golf points are added in.

“This is the closest I’ve ever seen the
points in all my years here,” said Michelle
Kimsey, sports programmer and recreation
specialist, who has worked in the Sports and
Fitness Division eight years.

The success of this year’s victory was the
work of all team members, according to
Fernandez.

“The team is great overall, by the efforts
of everyone. Everyone is out hustling, and
that’s all I can ask for. Even the few guys
who are on the bench help in our success by
being base coaches to guide runners in. It is
an overall effort with no single individual
doing any better than the next,” he said. “I
think we’ll go into the championship doing
as well as we have been doing, even though
we’re going into it kind of blind, because we
haven’t seen what Bravo Company can do.”

USAG moved into the championship
game against Company B, 305th MI Bn.
Wednesday night. Scores or winners were not
available in time for publication.

Company A, 40th Signal Battalion and
Headquarters Company, 306th MI Bn. com-
peted in the A League tournament Wednes-
day night on Warrior Field, as well. Winners
will be announced in next week’s issue of
the Fort Huachuca Scout.

Tonight there will be a “Bragging Rights”
game against the two league’s winners ten-
tatively set for 6 p.m. on Sentinel Field. A
trophy will be awarded to the winners, along
with rights to brag about being the best team
on post.

Though “Bragging Rights” doesn’t count
toward the Commander’s Cup, being the best
of the best always helps to boost morale,
according to Kimsey.

The softball season is the last sport of the
year to count for Commander’s Cup points.
A new season of sports begins with the up-
coming football season.

A five-foot, five-inch totem pole, depict-
ing faces, animals, and other symbolic im-
ages, was assembled with ceramic figures the
eight students made for their final project.

“I wanted to have the totem pole some-
where the students could come to look at and
enjoy,” said Cheryl Osburn, ceramics instruc-
tor.

In fact, she left its final destination up to
one student, Candy Rangel, who found just
the spot.

New totem pole protects ISEC
The ISEC building, across from Greeley

Hall, had just the landscaping to give the to-
tems justice. Now, just like coastal natives
of the Northwest did in the past, ISEC will
be protected by the totems mythological
powers.

The clay clan, as the artists have come to
be known by, consists of soldiers, U.S. Army
family members, and support personnel who
work on Fort Huachuca.

The totem pole depicts exaggerated hu-
man faces, an eagle and a fish.

The students used techniques in handling
clay they learned in class, including glazing
their work and putting the pieces in the high
fire kilns located in the Morale, Welfare, and
Recreation Arts Center.
