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Guidelines and criteria for preparing issue sheets are:   1) Submit only one issue per sheet.  There are NO limitations to the number of issues you may submit for consideration.  2) Issues contributes positively to readiness and retention.  3) Issue has community-wide impact.   4) Resolution must be attainable within fiscal and manpower resources.  5) If you have an issue, you will need to recommend a suggested solution to resolve the issue-These are not complaint sheets.  All issues submitted are discussed at the conference. 

ISSUE: (clear and concise title)
SCOPE:  (what is the issue, why is it an issue, and who does it affect?)

RECOMMENDATION:  (Measurable objective with identified end product, if giving more than one recommendation, give no more than three and prioritize them)
