SPECIAL NOTES

B.1.   Environmental and Cultural Support Services, in accordance with Section C, Performance Work Statement and Section H, Special Contract Requirements.

B.2.  Prospective offerors are required to propose fully loaded fixed price rates on the Contract Line Items (CLINS) listed in Schedule B, for all CLINS, except  0037, 0038, 0039, 0040 and all associated option year CLINS.  The fully loaded rates will be the basis for arriving at a total labor price in placing Task Orders against the contract.  The contractor shall be reimbursed at cost for CLINS 0037 through 0040 (and associated option years).  Costs associated with managing and obtaining the materials and or services involved CLINS 0037 through 0040 shall be reimbursed through the Primary Environmental Staffing CLINS.  The offeror should not provide a cost estimate for CLINS 0037 through 0040.  They are listed only to inform the offeror that services and materials not specifically listed in Schedule B shall be required to perform work on this contract.

NOTE 1:  TASK ORDER PRICING CORE LABOR RATES:  The following fully burdened, fixed labor rates shall be utilized to price the Core Environmental Staff requirements for this contract except for the costs that properly are included in CLINS 0037 through 0040.  These rates shall include the basic rate and overhead, profit and all other direct and indirect costs.  This also includes any administrative/management costs in obtaining field test equipment and materials, and the administration of subcontracts.  (CLINS 0001 through 0032, 0042 through 0045 and associated Option Year CLINS).  CLINS 0033 through 0036 are not to be proposed as fully loaded rates as other conditions apply for the purpose of establishing price as noted in the individual CLINS.  These conditions apply to the base and all associated option year CLINS.

NOTE 2:  TASK ORDER PRICING SUBSURFACE INVESTIGATION RATES:  The contractor as part of this contract shall perform subsurface investigations to comply with requirements specified in the individual task orders.  In order to perform the subsurface investigations the contractor shall utilize a variety of drilling and excavation equipment.  These investigations shall include the installation of groundwater monitoring wells and soil borings at various locations on the installation.  The actual type of equipment to be used and the depth to be investigated shall be determined during the scoping and negotiation phase of the task order.  The contractor shall be reimbursed at cost for subcontracting these services and equipment.  The contractor’s costs for providing staffing/supervision and management of the investigation shall be reimbursed through the Core Staffing CLINS.  (CLIN 0046 and associated Option Year CLINS)

NOTE 3:  TASK ORDER PRICING LABORATORY RATES:  The contractor shall perform a variety of laboratory analyses involving groundwater monitoring, hazardous waste identification, air sampling etc.  The contractor shall provide all labor, materials and services associated with the laboratory analysis.  The actual type and quantity of laboratory procedures to be performed shall be determined during the scoping and negotiation phase of each task order.  (CLIN 0038 and associated Option Year CLINS)

NOTE 4:  TASK ORDER PRICING EQUIPMENT RENTAL SUPPLIES/MATERIALS:  Any equipment rental, supplies, and materials shall be negotiated for each specific task order.  This equipment and supplies my include the following types of equipment and materials:  Soil vapor extraction equipment, slide hammers, VOC meters, 55 gallon drums, 10 mil plastic sheeting, bailors, pumps, generators, etc.  (CLIN 0039 and associated Option Year CLINS)

NOTE 5:  TASK ORDER PRICING UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANK PULLING:  The contractor shall provide equipment and materials to remove and dispose of  underground storage tanks on the installation.  The removal of underground storage tanks shall comply with ALL State and Federal and local environmental and safety laws and regulations.  The size and contents of the underground storage tanks shall be described in the task order.  The actual requirements for the tank removal, landfill, asbestos containing material disposal, etc., shall be determined during the scoping and negotiations phase of the task order. ENVIRONMENTAL SUPPORT CONTRACT


FORT HUACHUCA, ARIZONA
C.1 GENERAL SCOPE:
This work is to be primarily performed at Fort Huachuca, Arizona.  Some environmental work may be performed off the installation to include but not limited to Willcox Playa, the San Pedro River area, Army Security Agency (ASA) sites, etc.  The purpose of this contract is to provide environmental support consisting of scientific, engineering, technical, and regulatory compliance assistance in support of the installation’s Environmental and Natural Resources Division (ENRD).  The mission of the ENRD is to provide installation wide support in maintaining compliance with all applicable Federal and State environmental regulations.  The Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ) is responsible for enforcement of environmental regulations on Fort Huachuca.  In addition to ensuring regulatory compliance, the ENRD identifies existing or potential environmental hazards and develops initiatives to improve environmental compliance to enhance and protect Fort Huachuca’s natural, historical, and archeological resources.  The ENRD is also responsible for implementation of the post’s Installation Restoration Program (IRP).  The objective of this contract is to provide, on a task order basis, technical environmental engineering expertise that may include sampling and analysis of various media and waste services in support of the ENRD mission.  Tasks will generally fall within the areas of analyses, studies, remediation, evaluations of the effects of Fort Huachuca activities, and preparation of reports and other required documents.  

C.1.1.  BACKGROUND:
The U.S. Army Fort Huachuca Military Reservation is located in Cochise County, Arizona, approximately 75 miles southeast of Tucson and adjacent to the cities of Sierra Vista (to the east) and Huachuca City (to the north).  The installation is located on an irregularly shaped parcel of land covering approximately 115 square miles along the western flank of the San Pedro River Valley and extending into the Huachuca Mountains to the west.  The post is bisected by Arizona State highway 90.  The current major missions for the installation are the U.S. Army Intelligence Center, headquarters for the U.S. Army Signal Command, US Army Garrison (USAG), Joint Interoperability Test Command (JITC), Information Systems Engineering Command (ISEC), and the Electronic Proving Grounds (EPG).

C.1.2.  PRIMARY RESPONSIBILITY:  

One of the primary responsibilities of Fort Huachuca is to ensure that the activities and facility operations are in compliance with federal, state, local and Army environmental statutes and regulations.  The Fort Huachuca Environmental and Natural Resources Division (ENRD) has the responsibility to provide management oversight, scientific and technical assistance as required, and assess the impacts of regulatory/policy/guidance changes for ensuring environmental compliance and implementing the measures and actions needed to maintain that compliance.  The contractor will be tasked to perform some of this work.

C.4  GOVERNMENT‑FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES
The contractor shall not be furnished any government property or services as part of this contract.  In cases where the contractor must store or park vehicles or equipment while performing work on environmental projects, they shall be directed where they can park their vehicles by the Directorate of Installation Support (DIS) Environmental Office, building 22526, phone (520) 533‑3120.  Existing information in the ENRD files and the results of previous site investigations shall be made available to the contractor to further its performance under assigned task orders.

C.5  CONTRACTOR‑FURNISHED ITEMS/MATERIALS/SERVICES/OFFICE
C.5.1 MATERIALS: 

The contractor shall provide all materials and services required to perform the work described in the individual Task Orders.  The contractor shall provide a detailed breakdown of the costs associated with materials and or services.  Actual requirements will be determined during the scoping and negotiation phase of preparing the Task Order.  The contractor shall be reimbursed at cost for the material and equipment needed to perform the work as described in Section B of this solicitation.  The costs associated with the contractor providing supervision and management for the Task Order work shall be developed using the Environmental Core Staffing CLINS.

C.5.2 EQUIPMENT:

The contractor shall provide all equipment, supervision, and utilities unless otherwise specified in the Task Orders for performing work on this contract.  This shall include, but not be limited to the following items: backhoe, crane, trucks, volatile organic monitoring devices, lab sample storage equipment, sample containers, and suitable subsurface drilling/excavation equipment to conduct site assessments.  The contractor shall provide all the laboratory testing required by this contract.  The laboratory shall be certified as required by state and federal law to perform the various analyses described in the individual task orders.  All remediation equipment, soil hauling services, backfill, contaminated soil disposal shall be performed by the contractor.  The contractor shall be reimbursed at cost for the equipment needed to meet the Task Order requirements in accordance with (IAW) Section B of this solicitation.

C.5.3 OFFICE: 

The contractor shall maintain an office within 250 miles of the installation in order to be responsive to the contract requirements.  No office facilities shall be provided the contractor by the installation.  This contract is not to be interpreted as a full time work requirement for the contractor.  Work requirements are established by Task Orders.  The contractor is expected to provide support to the installation environmental staff.  

C.6  STATEMENT OF WORK:

The contractor shall furnish the necessary resources, except for those delineated as Government furnished property or assistance, to meet the performance requirements set forth herein.   Upon identification of a specific task, the Government will provide a Performance Work Statement (PWS) for the task to the contractor and request a proposal including a complete cost estimate.  The contractor will not bill or invoice for the costs associated with preparing a proposal or cost estimate in response to a task order.  After negotiation of the proposal, the Contracting Officer will issue a Task Order for the work to be accomplished.  In general, engineering support will be required to perform a variety of work including, but not limited to the following:


(1)  studies, reports, summaries, data collection, calculations, and plans;


(2)  environmental impact statements and assessments;


(3)  Regulatory Permit preparation documentation and monitoring;


(4)  Cultural Resources Management;


(5)  and inspections, surveys, field and laboratory evaluations and general environmental monitoring.

C.6.1  PROGRAM MANAGEMENT:  

Provide sufficient program management and program quality control for performance of this contract to ensure both timely and cost effective management and quality products and results.  Costs associated with program management shall be negotiated into each task order.

C.6.1.1  PROJECT MANAGEMENT WORK PLANS:  

It is essential that the contractor closely monitor all activities taking place at the project sites.  This is necessary to assemble data required to prepare environmental reports that will be submitted to the ADEQ and other state and federal agencies. The contractor is advised to utilize the ADEQ Quality Assurance Project Plan, in developing the following required documentation.  The specifics for the work plan shall be covered in each task order.

C.6.1.2  WORK PLAN CONTENTS:

The contractor shall prepare a comprehensive work plan for each task order.  The work plan shall be completed and submitted in accordance with the submittal schedule for each task order.  The work plan shall include a detailed discussion of the technical approach to be used (equipment, methods, and procedures).  All personnel shall be identified and work schedules formulated.  All work shall be performed according to the approved work plan, unless the work site conditions vary significantly from those described in the Government’s task order.  The project organization for the prime contractor and any subcontractors shall be clearly defined with a discussion of Quality Control (QC) responsibilities.  A list of key individuals shall be provided and shall include QC officers for all project components.  An acceptable format for the plan is provided in the ADEQ, Quality Assurance Project Plan. This format will have to be edited to the particular requirements specified in the task order.  The work plan shall include, at a minimum, the following components; unless they are clearly inapplicable to the task order.


1)  Technical Approach, Work schedule, Project Organization 


2)  Sampling/Analysis ‑ Quality Assurance/Quality Control Plan


3)  Sample Collection, Methods, Handling and Custody


4)  Equipment Calibration, Procedures and Frequency

C.6.2  PERMITS/LICENSES (P/L) & PROFESSIONAL REGISTRATION OF STAFF:  

The contractor shall possess all required permits licenses and professional registrations for staff members as required to perform work on this contract.  The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining P/L from Federal, State, Army, and local agencies, as may be required for each task order.  Permits shall be obtained in close coordination with and approved by the COR.  Any subcontractor utilized by the contractor shall be subject to the same P/L requirements as the prime.  The contractor shall submit a digging permit request for each work area and time frame.  The digging permit shall be submitted to the Chief of Contract Management Division, Directorate of Installation Support, Building 22526. The submittal shall include five complete sets of the digging permit with drawings, sketches, etc., as required to fully describe the work requirements.  Approval of the digging permit is normally accomplished within 15 working days.  A control number is assigned to each request for tracking purposes.  Status of digging permits is available by calling (520) 533‑1442.  Each digging permit will be assigned an expiration date, normally 15 ‑ 30 days from the approval date.

C.6.3  DATA MANIPULATION AND ANALYSIS:  

Using the ENRD data and data developed by the contractor, the contractor shall organize, enter, manipulate, and analyze information in the format and on the schedule established in the task order.  The completion of task orders may require the contractor to collect data from various organizations at Fort Huachuca, independent of ENRD.  Under these conditions, the contractor will be provided available information and organizational points of contact.

C.6.4  GEOTECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS:  

Describe in detail the specific geotechnical requirements related to the task order.  The contractor shall perform all necessary field work and analyses to address the appropriate geotechnical requirements.  The investigative services to be provided for under individual task orders generally consist of, but are not limited to, performing investigations to determine the geology, groundwater conditions, contaminant concentration, contaminant migration, and foundation characteristics as well as any other related geotechnically related tasks required for the successful completion of task orders.

C.6.5  EMPLOYEE IDENTIFICATION:  

In accordance with (IAW) TRADOC Acquisition Bulletin 01-004.1.  See Section H.

C.6.6  REPORTS:  

The contractor shall ensure that all reports generated under this contract shall be in accordance with the requirements of section C.32.  Additional report requirements may be added in the individual task orders.  The contractor shall prepare reports that are to be submitted to the ADEQ in accordance with appropriate ADEQ guidance.  If specified in the Task Orders draft reports shall be furnished. The draft report shall be a finished product and an accurate representation of the final report.  Pages of the reports shall be standard size (8.5 by 11 inches).  The draft report shall be double spaced, with line numbering, in manuscript form on single or double column format.  All hand prepared pages, such as maps and drawings, shall be in a graphic format.

C.7  TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS/REVIEW:  

Technical requirements will be provided in the individual Task Orders.  All work performed and reports submitted under this contract will be subject to technical review.  The Government as technical activity, will review the contractor’s work to determine if it meets the standards defined in this contract and relevant Task Orders.  Should the review reveal deficiencies, the contractor will be required to conform as prescribed by the Contracting Officer before acceptance of the work takes place.  The Government will be the technical activity prescribing the quality requirements in the Task Order.  The contractor will not be paid additional funds to reperform work that is found to be deficient.

C.8  AIR POLLUTION:  

The contractor shall provide technical engineering support to ensure compliance with Federal, State, and local air pollution regulations.

C.8.1  AIR INSPECTIONS:  

The contractor shall conduct inspections of facilities requiring permits/licenses.  Inspections shall be conducted to ensure compliance with operating permits, SOPs, sound environmental engineering practices, and all applicable Army, Federal, State, and local regulations.

C.8.2  AIR COMPLIANCE:  

The contractor shall review, evaluate, and make recommendations in writing on all aspects of Fort Huachuca’s air pollution control program to ensure compliance with applicable regulations.  Also, contractor shall review and evaluate all new air pollution regulations and make recommendations regarding the installation’s compliance status.

C.8.3  AIR PERMITS:  

The contractor shall collect data and prepare air permit applications for ENRD review and approval on construction of new facilities, as required by applicable regulations and the renewal of existing permits.  This may include the review of construction specifications/drawings for environmental impact.  

C.8.4  AIR INVENTORY:  

The contractor shall update the Fort Huachuca air emissions inventory.  Enter current inventory data into database.  Demonstrate installation’s compliance utilizing appropriate screening analysis of computer modeling.

C.8.5  AIR REPORTS:  

The contractor shall assist in the preparation of the annual fuel usage and days of operation for all registered air emission sources for the ENRD review before submission to the ADEQ.

C.9  HAZARDOUS WASTE (HW) AND HAZADROUS MATERIAL (HM):  

The contractor shall provide engineering support to assist in maintaining Fort Huachuca’s compliance with Army, Federal, State, and local hazardous waste or hazardous materials regulations.  The contractor shall develop, acquire, prepare, review, and rewrite hazardous waste permits, permit modification, management plans, regulations, surveys and associated documents which support Fort Huachuca’s hazardous waste program.  The contractor will have expertise in dealing with hazardous waste regulators concerning closure of Open Burn/Open Detonation sites and other related issues/plans.  The contractor will be able to perform lead based paint evaluation and remediation.

C.10  EMERGENCY PLANNING AND COMMUNITY RIGHT TO KNOW ACT (EPCRA): 

The contractor shall provide engineering support, on an as needed basis, to assist in maintaining Fort Huachuca’s compliance with Army, Federal, and State emergency planning and community right to know regulations. 

C.11  WATER QUALITY (WQ):  

The contractor shall provide engineering support to the installation to ensure compliance with the Clean Water Act and Safe Drinking Water Act to include, but is not limited to:


(1)  Wastewater Discharge Program compliance;


(2)  Drinking Water Program compliance;


(3)  Stormwater Program compliance;


(4)  Wetlands Program compliance;


(5)  and Sediment Erosion Control/Stormwater Management.

(6)  Assist in preparation of Aquifer Protection Permits for submission to ADEQ.

C.11.1  WASTEWATER (WW):  

The contractor shall provide support to the Wastewater Program to include, but not limited to:


(1)  Performing program compliance reviews to ensure Fort Huachuca’s compliance with all applicable Army, Federal, and State regulations.


(2)  Assist in preparation of wastewater NPDES permit applications for discharge.

C.11.2  DRINKING WATER (DW):  

The contractor shall provided support to the Drinking Water Program to include, but not be limited to:


(1)  Perform program compliance reviews to ensure Fort Huachuca’s compliance with all applicable Army, Federal, and State regulations.


(2)  Facility Drinking Water System inspections (e.g., water treatment facilities, water distribution systems, water tanks, etc.)  to ensure Fort Huachuca’s compliance with applicable regulations and good engineering practice;


(3)  Drinking water surveillance including review of Fort Huachuca’s water surveillance program to ensure it meets the standards set by Federal and State regulations for drinking water;


(4)  Conduct inspections and follow-up as part of backflow prevention program concerns at Fort Huachuca.  

C.12.  PETROLEUM PRODUCT STORAGE TANK MANAGEMENT:  

The contractor shall furnish all materials, tools, equipment, labor, supervision and management, fuel, vehicular transportation, preparation of field logs, and all necessary incidental services for 1) underground storage tank (UST) and above ground storage tank (AST) management; 2) tank integrity testing; 3) UST/AST and piping upgrades; 4) pumping and disposal of tank and pipe contents; 5) cleaning of UST/AST and/or piping; 6) excavation, removal and disposal of UST/ASTs and/or piping; 7) excavation, removal, and disposal of underground pipe containing petroleum and/or hazardous substances; 8) soil sampling for petroleum and/or hazardous substance contamination; 9) backfilling; 10) removal, disposal and/or treatment of contaminated soil; 11) environmental reporting; 12) site characterization where the UST/AST systems have been found to be leaking or petroleum products have been spilled; 13) repair of automatic leak detection systems; 14) Provide investigation and inspection reports, recommendations and corrective action plan for ENRD approval.  Provide design for all types of remediation systems, install all types of remediation systems and perform maintenance on new and existing remediation systems.  The contractor shall provided operation reports, maintenance reports, well logs, and contamination modeling, and design of UST and AST systems, etc.  Each task order may require a combination of any of the above tasks.  For example, a task order may require UST and pipe integrity testing only.  The contractor shall be responsible for the transportation and disposal of UST’s/ASTs, piping, any tank and pipe contents, cleaning wastes, and associated contaminated soil in accordance with all Federal, Army, ADEQ, and local requirements.

C.12.1  UST REMOVAL NOTIFICATION:  

The contractor shall obtain all of the necessary permits for UST removal.  The 30 calendar day UST closure notification to the ADEQ shall be the responsibility of DIS, Environmental Division at Fort Huachuca.  The contractor shall prepare and provide to the contracting officer’s representative (COR) the state closure notification form.  The contractor shall comply with all Federal, Army, ADEQ, and local regulations.

C.12.3  CONTENTS OF TANKS:  

The majority of the USTs to be covered under this contract will contain petroleum products such as gasoline, diesel, aviation gas, JP‑8, stoddard solvent, mineral spirits, and waste oils.  The contractor shall be prepared to work with any of these materials, and at all levels of personal protection.  The contracting officer will identify the tank contents (if possible) in each task order.

C.12.4  UST LOCATION REQUIREMENTS:  

The contractor shall locate the UST sites by specifying the latitude and longitude of the site as required on the notification form.  Additionally, the contractor shall provide the legal description of the site (Township, Range, Section, Quarter, Quarter, Quarter).  The requirement to perform this work shall be specified in the task order.

C.12.5  UST FACILITY SITE PLANS:  

The contractor shall be required to provide site plans of the UST facilities.  Site plans size shall be specified in the task order and shall be either 8‑1/2 inches by 11 inches or 22 inches by 34 inches.  Site plans shall be drawn to scale and include a north facing arrow.  The contractor shall provide these plans in Auto Cad computer graphics format when requested in the task order.  The requirement to perform this work shall be specified in the task order. 

C.12.6  TANK INTEGRITY TESTING:  

The tank integrity testing shall comply with current EPA regulations for USTs listed in 40 CFR 280.43 (e).  The tank testing method shall be capable of detecting leaks to 0.1 gallons per hour, with a probability of detection of 0.95 and a probability of false alarms of 0.05.  In addition the method shall account for the effects of thermal expansion or contraction of the product, vapor pockets, tank deformation, evaporation or condensation, and water table level.  The contractor shall determine the elevation of the water table through the use of available public records or from Fort Huachuca reports.  The results of the tests shall be submitted to the COR with performance claims in writing.  A certification and statement of compliance with EPA regulations shall be provided for all tested tanks found to be leak free.  The contractor shall provide third party certification from a testing lab to indicate that the leak detection system complies with EPA requirements for leak detection.  The testing method shall be a nonvolumetric testing method.  There have been previous releases at some of the sites that are to be tested.  The presence of background hydrocarbon compounds shall not affect the accuracy of the testing method.  The use of vacuum type detection systems is prohibited.  The fuel systems (tanks and piping) may be taken out of service during initial service for a maximum of six hours.

C.12.7  PIPING INTEGRITY TESTS:  


All tank integrity tests shall include pipe testing which shall meet the same requirements as the tank integrity testing (see C.12.6) at pressures greater than or equal to system operating pressure.  The piping systems tests shall conform with EPA requirements described in 40 CFR 280.44 (c).

C.12.8  PUMPING AND DISPOSAL OF TANK AND PIPE CONTENTS:  

The contractor shall sample and analyze the tank and/or piping contents and use the analytical results to insure disposal of the contents in accordance with all federal, Army, ADEQ, and local requirements.  The disposal of the tank's contents shall be arranged prior to any work being initiated by the contractor.  The contractor shall provide proof of proper disposal of tank contents to the COR.  The contractor shall use explosion proof or air driven pumps to remove tank contents.  The pump and hoses must be grounded to the tank to prevent electrostatic ignition.

C.12.9  CLEANING OF UST’s AND/OR PIPING:  

The tank and/or piping shall be made clean and inert.  The contractor shall conduct any sampling and analysis required to determine if the rinsate is a hazardous/dangerous waste.  The contractor shall contain, remove and dispose of the rinsate in accordance with all Federal, Army, State, ADEQ, and local requirements.  If the rinsate is determined to be a hazardous/dangerous waste as defined by the Federal, Army, State, ADEQ, or local regulations; the contractor shall turn the rinsate into the installation accumulation point building 90403.  The contractor shall be responsible to supply the 55 gallon drums for the rinsate and the transport and disposal of the rinsate in accordance with state and federal regulation and laws.

C.12.10  EXCAVATION, REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL OF USTS AND PIPING:  

The contractor shall excavate, remove, and dispose of the USTs, piping and associated equipment including pumps, saddles, hold‑down pads, etc.  The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining the necessary excavation permits (i.e. blue stake permit).  The contractor’s written Management Plan and Site Specific Health and Safety Plan shall be strictly adhered to.  The costs associated with the contract line items for tank removal shall include the costs for pressure cleaning of the interior of the UST, excavation of the tank, backfilling the excavation with clean fill, and transporting the tank off the property for proper disposal.  This shall include all material, equipment, and labor costs associated with the removal of the UST.  Costs associated with the removal of product lines shall be determined separately from UST removal costs.

C.12.11  PURGING OF TANKS:  

Prior to tank removal, contractor shall purge tanks in accordance with (IAW) ADEQ Statute.

C.12.12  TANK IDENTIFICATION:  

The contractor shall label all USTs after removal from the ground and prior to transportation.  The following information shall be printed on the label on each tank in minimum 2‑inch high lettering:


a.  Former contents, i.e. leaded gas, unleaded gas, diesel, specific chemical, etc.


b.  Present vapor state including method of vapor elimination and date of removal.


c.  Tank shall be signed with the following:



"NOT SUITABLE FOR STORAGE OF FOOD OR LIQUIDS INTENDED FOR HUMAN OR ANIMAL CONSUMPTION."

d.  If the tank contained leaded gasoline, the following shall be noted on the label:



"TANK HAS CONTAINED LEADED GASOLINE.  LEAD VAPORS 


 MAY BE RELEASED IF HEAT IS APPLIED TO THE SHELL OF 


 THIS TANK."


e.  Appropriate ADEQ notification ID # (as specified by the COR).

The contractor shall photograph (35MM color slides/prints as specified in the task order) each tank immediately after labels have been placed on the tank for identification, and turn over to the Contracting Officers Representative (COR).

C.12.13  REGULATORY AGENCY INSPECTIONS:  

The Arizona State Fire Marshal or his representative must be present during all tank removals.  The phone number for the Arizona State Fire Marshal is (602) 255‑4969.  The contractor shall comply with all ADEQ and local inspecting requirements.

C.12.14  INSPECTION FOR LEAKS:  

Upon removal, the tank and piping shall be inspected for leaks.  The contractor shall document the inspection in the field notes and in photographs.  If at any time during tank removal a leak is identified, the contractor shall immediately notify the COR.  (In all cases where photographs are taken, the negatives and photos, (or if digital camera is used an electronic copy) shall be turned over to the contracting officer.)

C.12.15  RENDERING TANKS UNUSABLE:  

The contractor shall cut a large hole in the tank, or crush the tank in order to make the removed UST unusable as instructed in the task order.

C.12.16  TANK REMOVAL FROM THE JOB SITE:  

The contractor shall remove the tank from the installation and dispose of it in accordance with appropriate regulations, including CERCLA.

C.12.17  CLOSURE REPORT REQUIREMENTS:  

The contractor shall prepare a site assessment closure report in accordance with the requirements of the ADEQ Guidelines and 40 CFR 280 Subpart G.  The report shall address all the requirements necessary to document the status of the site.  The report shall include a drawing of the site showing the tanks and ancillary equipment.  It shall show were samples were taken at the site.  The drawing shall contain a north facing arrow.  Analytical results shall be included with chain of custody forms.  Pictures showing the extent of the excavation and the conditions of the tank and piping systems shall be included in the report.  The report shall indicate if the tank or the piping was found to be leaking.  The report shall be submitted to the installation environmental office for approval on completion.

C.13  PREPARATION OF LUST SITE CHARACTERIZATION REPORT:  

The contractor shall prepare a LUST Site Characterization Report which shall follow the requirements contained in the ADEQ guidance document for the preparation of a site characterization.  At a minimum it shall contain the following information: 1) rationale used to determine the locations, and number of samples (i.e. random, systematic, and/or judgmental), and a description of the relationship between sample locations, the areas of known or observed contamination, and the release location; 2) identification and qualifications of the person(s) conducting the sampling; 3) a description of the sampling methods and procedures and equipment used; 4) decontamination methods and procedures used on the sampling and drilling equipment; 5) a description of the sample containers; 6) methods used to prevent volatile losses from the samples during and after collection; 7) methods used to preserve the samples at or below 4 degrees Celsius until delivery to a qualified laboratory.; 8) an individual listing of all samples submitted for laboratory analysis; 9) the signatures of all persons handling the samples before delivery to the lab.  The names of these persons must be printed legibly or typed next to the signatures (copies of chain of custody forms are allowable for this identification); 10) laboratory reports including EPA analytical methods; dates of sample collection, extraction and laboratory analysis; detection limits; quality assurance and quality control data including surrogate and spike recovery data; 11) a site plan for the site which will be drawn to scale in relation to permanent structures and shall accurately depict the locations of all borings and or excavations and samples; 12) a site map that shows the location of the site relative to its position on the installation; 13) an analysis of the soil boring data to determining the extent and area of contamination including width of contamination, length of contamination, and depth of contamination; 14) and a description of cleanup procedures or further site investigation required including method of disposal of contaminated soil and a cost estimate for the cleanup of the site.  The above information shall be presented in report format to comply with 40 CFR 280.65.

C.13.1  DRILLING REQUIREMENTS:  

The contractor shall conduct a subsurface survey to define the lateral and vertical extent of contaminated soil associated with the UST system that was removed.  A drill rig will be used to drill a number of borings to identify the extent of contamination resulting from the release.  The number of borings and their depth shall be specified in the task order.  The contractor is advised that the soil found on Fort Huachuca contains large rocks.

C.13.2  LOGGING OF BOREHOLES:  

The boreholes shall be logged in accordance with the Unified Soil Classification System (USCS) and described according to ASTM 2488‑84 "Standard Practice for Description and Identification of Soils (Visual Procedures)" by a field geologist under the supervision of a state registered geologist.  Soil shall be sampled at five foot intervals from the boreholes using a split‑barrel sampler, which holds three soil samples tubes: one soil sample shall be packaged, labeled and sent to a lab for future analysis; the second sample shall be used for logging the soil; and the third sample shall be used for field testing for the presence of VOCs using a portable vapor analyzer and a headspace method.  The samples from each bore hole shall be analyzed by the EPA methods specified in the delivery order.  Soil sampling procedures shall conform with the requirements of contained in the ADEQ guidance documents on the preparation of LUST Site Characterizations.  Boring logs shall be completed by the field geologist, showing boring and USCS soil sample locations.  The contractor shall ensure that all samples shall be analyzed within regulatory time frames to preserve the accuracy of the sampling procedures.

C.13.3  MONITORING WELL INSTALLATION:  

Monitoring wells shall be installed where contamination has been found to have impacted on ground water.  The contractor shall utilize schedule 40 PVC well screen and casing for the construction of the wells.  The contractor shall have the capability to install 2 inch or 4 inch diameter wells as required by the task order. All monitoring wells are to be equipped with cast iron locking monitoring well covers.

C.14  RECORDS:  

The contractor shall keep accurate soil logs and records of all work accomplished under this contract.  The contractor shall deliver complete, legible copies of these logs and records to the contracting officer’s Representative (COR) upon completion of the work or at such other times as directed.  All such records shall be preserved in good condition and order by the contractor until they are delivered and accepted, and the contracting officer shall have the right to examine such records at any time prior to their delivery.  Separate logs shall be made for each soil boring and surface sample.  The following information shall be included on the logs or in the records for each sample location: 1) location number or designation and elevation of top of hole; 2) depth at which samples were recovered; 3) driller's classification or description by depths of the materials sampled, including a description of moisture conditions and of conditions of compactness or stiffness of soils materials encountered. (This classification or description shall be made immediately following the taking of the samples.); 4) depth of ground water if encountered; 5) depth of bottom of hole. The presence of a Government Inspector or the keeping of separate records by the contracting officer shall not relieve the contractor of the responsibility for the work specified in this paragraph.

C.15 EXCAVATION:

Prior to initiating any excavation on the installation the contractor shall be responsible for having the area blue staked.  Permits shall be obtained through the Directorate of Installation Support (DIS), Building 22216, Contract Management Division, (520) 533-1442.
C.16  SECURITY FENCING AROUND EXCAVATION HOLE:  

The contractor shall place chain‑link security fencing around the excavation holes anytime the site is left unattended by the contractor until such time as the excavation hole is backfilled to the original surface level.  The chain link shall be fabricated of 9‑gauge zinc or aluminum coated steel wire woven in 2‑inch mesh. The fence shall be a minimum of five feet high and installed so that it is taut and free of sags.  

C.17  UNDERGROUND STORAGE AUTOMATIC LEAK DETECTION AND SERVICING:

The contractor shall be responsible for repairing and servicing the automatic leak detection equipment installed on underground storage tanks on the installation by issuance of a task order.  The contractor shall be authorized local purchase of materials when approved by the Contracting Officer. 

C.18  NATURAL RESOURCES:  

The contractor shall be required to provide the following assistance and technical support of the installation’s Natural Resources program:

C.18.1  STUDIES:  

The contractor shall conduct biological studies to support the Natural Resources Program, when required.  Studies of Avian, Mammalian, Herpetological, and Invertebrate populations and their terrestrial habitat (s) shall be conducted when required and as described in the initiating task order. Studies involving threatened or endangered species shall be fully coordinated with the U.S Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) before initiating field operations.

C.18.2  ENDANGERED SPECIES COMPLIANCE:

The contractor shall assist Fort Huachuca in meeting our commitments made under the 1999 biological opinion, as revised or updated.  Contractor shall draft biological assessments, Integrated Natural Resources Plans, Endangered Species Management Plans, and should be able to assist with Section 7 formal consultation requirements as required.  Contractor must be able to assist with endangered species issues from a regional perspective and not just those issues that exist within Fort Huachuca’s boundaries.

C.18.3  WATER MANAGEMENT ISSUES/PLANS:
The contractor shall have expertise concerning water management issues to include those related to the latest water conservation, reuse, and recharge technologies.  Contractor shall be able to use this knowledge to draft the Army Water Management Plan to comply with our obligations under the biological opinion.  

C.18.4  POLLUTION PREVENTION:
The contractor shall have experience in planning for and advising concerning pollution prevention in all aspects of their work, especially when preparing studies and plans related to hazardous waste and hazardous materials.

C.18.5  FORESTRY/LAND MANAGEMENT:
The contractor shall have expertise concerning best management practices related to management of Army lands and forests.  This includes issues related to recreational use of our lands, erosion control, grazing management, controlled burns, etc.

C.18.6  RANGE CLEARANCE:  

The contractor shall coordinate with the Range Control Officer located in Building 15425, (520) 533-7102, to ensure efficient and safe execution of the involved study, plan, or regulation, as specified in the task order.

C.18.7  PLANS:  

The contractor shall prepare Natural Resources plans and regulations when required and as described by the initiating task order.  The contractor shall also develop ancillary plans, studies and released work such as:


(1)  quantification of vegetative and invertebrate populations;


(2)  distribution and abundance surveys of select plant and animal species.

C.19 NATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL POLICY ACT (NEPA) DOCUMENTATION:  

The contractor shall: prepare NEPA documentation for proposed Army actions in accordance with

AR 200-2, Environmental Effects of Army Actions, all supplements to AR 200-2 and all supplemental guidance.  The NEPA documents shall include:


(1)  Records of Environmental Consideration (REC);


(2)  Environmental Assessments (EA);


(3)  Findings of No Significant Impact (FNSI);


(4)  Notices of Intent (NOI);


(5)  Environmental Impact Statements (EIS);


Working in conjunction with the Army proponent and the COR, the contractor shall develop the scope of the document, assess the impacts of the scope of the project and all reasonable alternatives, evaluate potential investigation measures, develop monitoring plans, and compile appropriate information to discuss the existing environmental conditions (i.e. baseline).  In consultation with the Army proponent and the COR, the contractor shall prepare correspondence responding to comments on NEPA documents and assist in briefings/meetings for NEPA documents prepared or being prepared.

C.20 CULTURAL RESOURCES MANAGEMENT:

Previous studies on Fort Huachuca have identified archeological data for this area of southeast Arizona, some since 1985.  As a result, approximately 33,000 acres of land have been intensively surveyed and over 175 archeological and historic sites of varying significance have been recorded.  The contractor shall: conduct cultural resource management work in accordance with the following:


(1)  The National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 (PL 96-515) as amended by the Archaeological and Historical Preservation Act of 1974 (PL 93-291), as amended by Executive Order Number 11593, “Protection and Enhancement of the Cultural Environment”;


(2)  AR 420-40 “Historic Preservation”;


(3)  AR 200-2 “Environmental Effects of Army Action”;


(4)  The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) as amended by Engineering Regulation (ER) 200-2-2 “Procedures for Implementing NEPA”;


(5)  COMAR Subtitle 08, 05.08.06;


(6)  Archaeological Resources Protection Act of 1979;


(7)  The Housing Community Development Act;


(8)  The Department of Transportation Act of 1966;


(9)  The American Indian Religious Freedom Act (AIRFA);


(10)  The Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act (NAGPRA).

C.20.1  CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES:  


(1)  Technical reports;


(2)  Phase I (literature and Phase II (on-site) archaeological surveys;


(3)  Research designs;


(4)  Cultural Resource Management Plans;


(5)  Historic Preservation Plans;


(6)  Historic American Buildings/Historic American Engineering Record Plans;


(7)  Comprehensive historic structure maintenance guidelines for historic buildings and associated properties;


(8)  Literature reviews;


(9)  Searches of national register nominations and determination of eligibility;


(10)  Develop mitigation plans.

C.20.2  FIELD TASKS:

The contractor shall be required to perform the following tasks in support of the installation’s cultural resources program:


(1)  archaeological/architectural surveys and reconnaissance’s;


(2)  archaeological site testing;


(3)  data recovery (mitigation) by excavations and architectural recordings;


(4)  project monitoring;


(5)  photography;


(6)  archival researches;


(7)  and archaeological, ethnohistorical, and historical studies in a wide array of locations and environments.  In this work, the contractor shall adhere and follow established professional guidelines (AR 420-40, U.S. Department of the Interior, and Society of Professional Archaeologists).

C.20.3  CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES:  

The contractor shall provide full cooperation with the ENRD technical representative, and State Historic Preservation Officers (SHPO).  The ENRD technical representative is the only lead contact for technical matters and compliance issues.  The Contracting Officer and the authorized representative of the Contracting Officer are the only responsible contacts for contractual matters.  The contractor shall not take any action relating to this contract at the direction of any party other than Contracting Officer.
C.21  SAMPLING AND ANALYSIS:  

The contractor shall: conduct field sampling and chemical analysis of various media for parameters as specified in each task order.  The types of field and/or laboratory services anticipated under this contract include, but are not limited to:


(1)  Waste characterization including ingnitability, corrosivity, TCLP, and reactivity as necessary of the determination of waste disposal and compatibility;


(2)  Analysis of air, wipe, core, chip, sludge, water ,soil, liquid wastes, and solid wastes, including PCB analysis;


(3)  Quantitative on-site soil gas analysis using field gas chromatographic techniques;


(4)  Off-site analysis of passive soil gas samples;


(5)  Sampling and analysis of various environmental and biological media;


(6)  Sampling and analysis of various media for radionuclides, to include, but not limited to Gamma Spectroscopy, Alpha Spectroscopy, Inductively-coupled plasma/mass spectroscopy (ICP-MS) and kinetic phosphimetric analysis (KPA);


(7)  Sampling and analysis of wastewater priority pollutants including dissolved oxygen (DO), biological oxygen demand (BOD), total suspended solids (TSS), phosphorus, nitrogens, metals, inorganic and organic compounds;


(8)  Sampling and analysis of primary and secondary Safe Drinking Water Act pollutants.

C.21.1  METHODOLOGY:

Use analytical methods that include, but are not limited to, those presented in the latest revisions of EPA’s SW 846, and Explosive Constituents methods performed by High Performance Liquid Chromatography as well as U.S. Army Environmental Center (AEC) analytical methods for explosives.  Analysis of air samples shall be performed by a laboratory which is currently a successful participant in the NIOSH PAT program and the methods used shall be NIOSH PAT program and the methods used shall be NIOSH or applicable environmental regulations to remain in environmental compliance.  Analysis of stacks for compliance with air pollution regulation using EPA methods for sampling and analysis is required.  

C.21.2  SAMPLING SOURCES:

Sample and analyze a myriad of possible non-toxic, toxic and/or hazardous source items, potentially consisting of, but not limited to: drums, compressed gas cylinders, waste piles, soils, sludges, contaminated buildings, debris, groundwater wells, wastewater discharges, surface waters, and other items associated with or containing potential or known hazardous and/or toxic wastes at sites across the Installation.  

C.21.3  SPECIFIC SAMPLING SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED:

Conduct chemical sampling and analysis for a wide variety of parameters as specified in each task order.  These parameters will typically consist of organic and inorganic substances.  Additionally, analysis for explosives, and other chemicals may be required.  The contractor may also be required (as specified in the task order) to perform analyses and to report data in accordance with the EPA requirements.  The laboratory performing the analyses shall be certified by the State of Arizona to perform the analytical tests as required in the task orders. 

C.21.3.1  SOIL SEDIMENT:  

The contractor shall take soil and sediment samples and analyze for the parameters identified in each task order.

C.21.3.2  AIR/STACK:  

The contractor shall conduct air samples and stack sampling as specified in each task order.

C.21.3.3  FIELD KITS:  

Where allowed by regulatory agencies, use field kit to screen oils and soils to determine the needed laboratory analysis.

C.21.3.4  BUILDING/CORES:  

The contractor shall sample single or multi-storied buildings, either of wood frame, concrete, masonry, or steel construction, using core and wipe sampling techniques as specified in each task order.

C.21.3.5  DRUMS:  

The contractor shall sample the contents of drums and containers, which may be located in temporary or permanent storage areas or in solid waste management units.

C.21.3.6  WASTEWATERS:  

The contractor shall sample as required by Task Order domestic and industrial wastewaters in:


(1)  the wastewater treatment plants;


(2)  the water treatment plants;


(3)  the plant effluents;


(4)  the manholes;


(5)  various buildings;


(6)  outfalls throughout the installation.

C.22  LABORATORY CAPABILITIES:  

The types of laboratory services anticipated under this contract include but are not limited to:


(1)  field and lab waste characterization including ingnitability, corrosivity, TCLP, and reactivity as necessary for determination of waste disposal and compatibility;


(2)  analysis of air, wipe core, chip, sludge, water, soil, liquid wastes, and solid wastes including PCB analysis and full scan analyses;


(3)  quantitative on-site soil gas analysis using field gas chromatographic/mass spectrometry techniques;


(4)  off-site analysis of passive soil gas samples;


(5)  and analyses of various environmental and biological media.  Methods required include, but are not limited to those presented in the latest revisions of EPA’s SW 846 and EPA 600/4-79-020 and Explosive Constituents method performed by high Performance Liquid chromatography as well as AEC analytical methods for explosives.  Analysis of air samples shall be performed by laboratory which is currently a successful participant in the NIOSH PAT program and the methods used shall be NIOSH or EPA approved (as found in NIOSH’s “Manual of Analytical Methods” and EPA 600/4-84041). The laboratory shall be a full service analytical laboratory (must be Arizona Certified by regulation).  A mobile laboratory for on site analysis shall also be available to perform at a minimum the following analyses; EPA Method 8020/8021 (Benzene, Toluene, Ethyl Benzene, and Xylenes), EPA 418.1 (total petroleum hydrocarbons), EPA 8010 (solvents), EPA 8015 for gasoline, and Arizona 8015 AZ.

C.23  CHEMICAL QUALITY ASSURANCE/QUALITY CONTROL PLAN:

The contractor shall: for certain task orders or for certain tasks  with a particular task order, provide a Chemical QA/QC Plan.  This plan shall provide the details of the procedures and equipment required to implement quality assurance and quality control, as well as sampling and analysis activities.  The site specific field and laboratory QA/QC plans shall be developed as required for each task order.  The contractor shall determine the amount of field and laboratory QA/QC appropriate to the objectives of the ask order.  The contractor shall supply the QA/QC plan of the laboratory or laboratories that will be used as part of this sub-plan.  The costs for QA/QC shall be reflected in the line items listed on Section B.  The QA/QC plan shall minimally include:


(1)  project description;


(2)  organization;


(3)  responsibilities for field and laboratory activities;


(4)  and list of key individuals, data quality objectives.  

Sampling protocols shall include:




(a)  chain of custody;




(b)  sample management procedures;




(c)  laboratory management procedures;




(d)  system controls for laboratory data quality;




(e)  equipment calibration and maintenance procedures;




(f)  sampling and laboratory record keeping;




(g)  internal and external auditing;




(h)  corrective actions;




(i)  and quality control charts.

C.24  SAMPLING REQUIREMENTS:  

The contractor shall have the responsibility of properly collecting, transporting, analyzing, and presenting data pertaining to chemical analysis.  If the contractor does not follow the specified criteria and approved work plans, and thereby jeopardizes the samples, the COR shall disapprove the samples and direct the contractor to resample, analyze, and present the data at no additional cost to the Government.  If directed to do so by the COR, the contractor shall collect and send split samples to Federal and State regulators for their analysis.  The contractor shall defend his results if there is disagreement between the samples analyzed by the contractor and the samples analyzed by a Federal or State regulator.  

C.25  QA/QC TERMS:  

The contractor shall utilize the following paragraphs, which describes terms for QA and QC samples.

C.26  QA/QC SAMPLES:  

The contractor shall analyze samples for the purpose of assessing the quality of the sampling effort and of analytical data.  The QA and QC samples include:


(1)  splits or replicates of field samples;


(2)  rinsate blanks;


(3)  trip blanks;


(4)  and background samples.

Quality control samples are collected by the sampling team for use by the contractor’s laboratory.  The identity of these samples is held blind to the analyst and laboratory personnel until data are in deliverable form.  The purpose of the sample is to provide site specific field originated checks that the data generated by the contractor’s analytical lab are of suitable quality. The QC samples shall represent approximately 10 percent of the field samples or as required in each task order.

C.27  REPLICATE SAMPLES:  

The contractor shall provide multiple grab samples collected separately, that equally represent a medium at a given time and location.  This is typically required for most groundwater and surface water samples.  Individual task orders shall specify the number of replicate samples required.

C.28  TRIP BLANK:  

The contractor shall provide containers of organic free reagent water that are kept with the field sample containers from the time they leave the laboratory until the time they are returned to the laboratory.  Trip blanks shall only be used when the task order requires volatile organic analyses; therefore, the containers must contain no headspace.  Generally, at a minimum, only one trip blank is needed for 1-day’s sampling and shall satisfy trip blank requirements for all matrices for that day if the volatile samples are shipped in the same cooler.  The number of blanks may be increased based on EPA/ADEQ comments and requirements.

C.29  RINSATE BLANK:  

The contractor shall provide samples consisting of reagent water collected from a final rinse of sample equipment after the procedures have been performed.  Only one rinsate blank is needed for 1-day’s sampling and shall satisfy rinsate blank requirements for all matrices sampled using the sample equipment.  The number of blanks may be increased based on EPA/ADEQ comments and requirements.

C.30  SAMPLING AND PRESERVATION PROCEDURES:  

The contractor shall ensure that specific sampling, preservation, and shipping procedures are met.  Requirements include adherence to all EPA methods, ASTM methods, NIOSH methods, or another accepted published method with EPA/ADEQ approval.  All methods should be referenced to the most recent edition of their source.  If a standard method is not available, the contractor or subcontractors shall propose a nonstandard method with validation data for approval by the COR.

C.30.1  SAMPLING EQUIPMENT:  

The contractor shall ensure that sampling equipment directly contacting the sample shall be stainless steel, glass, or Teflon as appropriate depending on method used.  The contractor shall ensure that proper cleaning of equipment between sampling events is such to prevent sample cross contamination.  

C.30.2  FIELD DOCUMENTATION:  

The contractor shall ensure that the system for identifying and tracking the samples shall include the recording of field data in permanently bound notebooks with an appropriate method of relating the field data to the proper samples.  All field documentation shall be done in indelible ink.  Record keeping of field data shall include weather information at the time of sampling, field instrument measurements and calibrations if used, and any pertinent field observations.  A copy of the field log sheets shall be submitted with the analytical data.

C.30.3  CHAIN OF CUSTODY AND TRANSPORTATION:  

The contractor (and all subcontractor labs used) shall ensure that proper chain of custody is maintained for each sample collected, that all samples are correctly labeled, and that the transportation of the samples does not compromise the analytical results (i.e., temperature, holding times, etc.).  The contractor shall maintain a chain of custody record to document sample possession from the time of collection to the time of analysis.  The chain of custody record shall contain the following:


(1)  sample number;


(2)  signature of collector;


(3)  date and time of collection;


(4)  place and address of collection;


(5)  sample type;


(6)  signature of persons involved in the chain of possession;


(7)  and inclusive dates of possession.

C.30.4  DATA REDUCTION, VALIDATION, AND DOCUMENTATION:  

The contractor shall provide (when required) the equations, including units, required to calculate the concentration or value of the measured parameter.  Any statistical procedures used for data review prior to reporting shall be included in data reports.  Compounds identified in the samples shall be listed or tabulated with the best estimates of concentrations that can be made from the methods and techniques employed.  Concentrations reported shall be accompanied by confidence limits or other comparable indications of the associated uncertainty.  The concentrations shall be compared to appropriate Federal or State concentration limits for such contaminants.  Data from field quality control samples and from relevant laboratory quality control samples shall also be included.  The contractor shall also include method detection limits and permitted regulatory limits.  All tabulated results in appropriate units or the chemical parameters specified in the TO shall be validated and signed (original signature) by the laboratory manager.  If data cannot be validated, the laboratory manager shall provide detailed description of problems associated with the sample.  

C.30.5  DATA REPORTING:  

The contractor shall provide the minimum data reporting requirements summarized in the following paragraphs.

C.30.6  SAMPLE IDENTIFICATION TABLE:  

The contractor shall prepare a tabular presentation identifying samples which corresponds to the field notebook sample identification system, along with identifying all field duplicated and field blanks (including trip and rinsate blanks) as such.  This table shall match all rinsates with their corresponding field samples as well as matching each trip blank with the samples must be appropriately packaged for shipment and be IAW laws and regulation pertaining to transportation of all types of samples across the road.  

C.30.7  SAMPLE LABELS:  

The contractor shall use sample labels to prevent errors in identifying samples.  Gummed labels are adequate and shall include the following information:


(1)  sample number;


(2)  name of collector;


(3)  date and time of collection;


(4)  and place of collection.

Labels shall be affixed to sample containers prior to or at the time of sampling and shall be filled out at the time of collection.

C.30.8  SAMPLE SEALS:  

The contractor shall use sample seals to detect unauthorized tampering of samples from the time of collection to the time of analysis.  The gummed seal shall have the following information:


(1)  sample number (this number will be identical to the number on the sample label);


(2)  name of collector;


(3)  date and time of collection;


(4)  and place of collection.

The seal shall be attached in such a way that is necessary to break it in order to open the sample container.  Seals shall be affixed to containers before the samples leave the custody of the sampling personnel.

C.30.9  SAMPLE RECEIPT:  

The contractor shall complete and report a “Cooler Receipt Form” for all shipments.  The form must include a section for the purpose of noting problems in sample packaging, chain of custody, and sample preservation for each sampling event.

C.30.10  STANDING OPERATING PROCEDURES:  

The contractor shall ensure that the contract laboratory shall have established Standing Operating Procedures (SOP), in accordance with SW-846.  In the event the contractor changes any of the below listed SOPs, the contractor shall submit the changes to the COR not later than 10 days after the changes are made.  The SOPs shall, as a minimum, address the following:


(1)  sample receipt, handling, storage, and control;


(2)  security, chain of custody, and document control;


(3)  hazardous waste disposal;


(4)  sample analysis (including types of analyses required herein, sample preparation, modifications to established methods and peculiarities or instrumentation);


(5)  calibration of standards traceability, where feasible show traceability of standards to National Measurement Systems (e.g., Environmental Protection Agency, National Institute of Technology and Standards, etc.);


(6)  ongoing or routine laboratory operations;


(7)  laboratory safety;


(8)  lab QA/QC;


(9)  data production, reduction, transcription, verification, review, distribution, and in-house storage;


(10)  and determination detection limits.

C.30.11  INTERNAL QUALITY CONTROL REPORTING:  

The contractor as a minimum shall analyze internal quality control samples at rates specified in the specific methods.

C.30.12  BLANK/SPIKES:  

The contractor shall ensure that the following shall be reported as required and appropriate in accordance with accepted industry practice and professional practice for the specific methods:


(1)  laboratory blanks (method and instrument blanks);


(2)  surrogate spike samples (reported organic reports when the method required surrogate spikes);


(3)  matrix spike samples;


(4)  laboratory duplicates and/or matrix spike duplicates pairs;


(5)  field duplicated and filed blanks;


(6)  and any internal quality control laboratory control standards.

C.30.13  CONTRACT DATA RETENTION:  

The contractor shall ensure that the contract laboratory or the contractor hold and make available all project raw data for a period of three years after the samples have been analyzed.

C.30.14  SITE PHOTOS:  

The contractor shall provide photographs of field sampling procedures and sampling sites, which shall be included in data reports.  The photographic requirements shall be identified in the task order.

C.31  INSTALLATION RESTORATION PROGRAM (IRP) SUPPORT:  

The contractor shall perform IRP efforts as required in each task order and in accordance with all applicable Army, Federal, State, and local regulations and guidelines.

C.32  TECHNICAL REPORT:  

A technical report provides fully documented results of studies or analyses performed.  The format shall be as follows:


(1)  the report and all attachments shall be typewritten, or otherwise clearly lettered, and shall be duplicated using originals;


(2)  text shall be prepared on standard letter size paper (8 1/2 X 11);


(3)  when attachments are included, they shall be fully identified, referenced in the text, and folded to conform to the size paper used in the report;


(4)  and the content of the report shall include:




(a)  a title page that identifies the report by providing contract number, project name or purchase description title, task order number, and reporting date;




(b)  table of contents;




(c)  a section “I” that includes:





1.  introduction;




2.  summary - brief statement of results obtained from the analytical effort;






3.  conclusions and their condensed technical substantiation;




4.  and a section “II” that included a complete and detailed description of the 


analytic results which led to the conclusions stated in Section “I” above.  

(5)  reports that are to be submitted to the ADEQ shall be prepared in accordance with the appropriate ADEQ guidance documents.  

C.33 HEALTH AND SAFETY:
The most important aspect of the activities to be performed is the health and safety of all on‑site personnel and the surrounding community.  The contractor shall review all information provided and develop the necessary documents which contain the health and safety criteria, procedures, and practices sufficient to protect on‑site personnel, the environment, and the potential off‑site receptors from the chemical and physical hazards particular to any site.  The contractor shall utilize a certified industrial hygienist (CIH) experienced in to develop and implement the health and safety documents.  The plan shall be signed by the CIH.  The plan shall specifically address hazards associated with working with USTs containing gasoline (leaded and unleaded), diesel fuel and waste oil.

C.33.1 HEALTH AND SAFETY PROGRAM PLAN:
The contractor shall prepare a written Health and Safety Program Plan for all work under the contract and a Site Specific Health and Safety Plan for each task order involving tank testing, tank cleaning, tank removal or contaminated soil removal shall be prepared by the contractor.  The Health and Safety Program shall comply with the requirements of OSHA standard 29 CFR 1910.120 (b) (1) through (b) (4).  All subcontractors shall comply with the prime contractor's Health and Safety Program Plan.  Written certification that such a program has been prepared and implemented shall be submitted to the COR and the program shall be provided in its entirety to the COR upon request.  The initial program plan shall apply to hazards associated with working with petroleum products that would be encountered in performing work involving UST removals and site characterization assessment projects.  The plan should reflect the potential risks involve with working with gasoline, diesel, JP-8, and used lubrication oil substances.  The plan should discuss the procedures to be followed to minimize the dangers.  It should include appropriate Material Safety Data Sheet Information for gasoline, diesel fuel, JP-8, and used lubrication oil.

C. 33.2 SITE SPECIFIC HEALTH AND SAFETY PLAN (SHSP):
The SHSP shall be prepared by the contractor as required by 29 CFR 1910.120 (b) (4), and submitted for review and approval by the COR prior to commencement of any tank testing, removal or cleaning, or handling of contaminated soil.  The SHSP shall describe the health and safety procedures, practices, and equipment to be used in order to protect affected personnel from the potential hazards associated with the tasks to be performed.  Instructions consisting of standard operating procedure including start up, shut down, calibration and emergency operation for each instrument shall be included.  The level of detail provided in the SHSP shall be tailored to the type of work, complexity of operations to be accomplished, and the hazard anticipated.  All topics required by OSHA standard 29 CFR 1910.120 (b) (4) and those described below shall be addressed in the SHSP.  Where the use of a specific topic is not applicable, it shall be noted in the plan, and a brief justification made.  An acceptable format for the plan is provided in the ADEQ, Quality Assurance Project Plan, Appendix A‑1, May 1991.  This format will have to be edited to the particular requirements specified in the task order.  The SHSP shall include but not be limited to the following:


1)  Site Description and Contamination Characterization 


2)  Hazard Assessment and Risk Analysis 


3)  Accident Prevention 


4)  Staff Organization, Qualifications, and Responsibilities 


5)  Training 


6)  Personal Protective Equipment 


7)  Medical Surveillance 


8)  Exposure Monitoring/Air Sampling Program 


9)  Standard Operating Safety Procedures, Engineering Controls, and Work Practice 


10)  Site Control Measures 


11)  Personal Hygiene and Decontamination 


12)  Equipment Decontamination 


13)  Emergency Equipment and First Aid Requirements 


14)  Emergency Response Plan and Contingency Procedures 


15)  Logs, Reports, and Record Keeping 

C.33.3 SITE DESCRIPTION AND CONTAMINATION CHARACTERIZATION:
The SHSP shall include a complete summary of contaminants known or suspected to be present on‑site.  Chemical names, concentration ranges, locations on‑site, and estimated quantities/volumes to be impacted by site work shall be included if known.  Copies of Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for each known suspected contaminant shall be included in the SHSP.

C.33.4 HAZARDOUS ASSESSMENT AND RISK ANALYSIS:
The SHSP shall identify the chemical and physical (including safety) hazards of concern for each task and/or operation to be performed.  The routes and sources of exposure, description of health effects, anticipated on and off‑site exposure levels and potentials, and regulatory (including Federal, Army, ADEQ, and local) or recommended protective exposure standards shall be identified in the SHSP.  Chemicals and substances selected as indicators shall be representative of actual contaminants found at the site.  The SHSP shall specify and justify action levels based upon airborne exposure hazards and direct skin contact potentials for upgrades/downgrades and/or work practice controls; for implementing evacuation of on‑site personnel; and for prevention and/or minimization of public exposures to hazards created by the work.  Air monitoring/sampling shall be performed when explosive or flammable constituents are involved or confined space entry is required in the task.  Air sampling shall be conducted in accordance with appropriate federal and state regulations governing exposure to hazardous atmospheres.  The resulting data from the sampling shall be compared with established action levels, and appropriate corrective actions initiated as necessary.

C.33.5 ACCIDENT PREVENTION:
The following accident prevention issues shall be addressed as a minimum:  (1)  Material handling procedures (soils, liquids);  (2)  Drum/container handling procedures and precautions;  (3)  Confined space entry procedures;  (4)  Hot‑work, sources of ignition and electrical protection;  (5)  Excavation safety;  (6)  Engineering controls, and (7)  Disposal of hazardous waste.  The contractor shall conduct daily safety and health inspections to determine if operations are being conducted in accordance with the SHSP and OSHA regulations and contract requirements.  In the event of an accident the contractor shall immediately notify the COR.  A copy of the installation spill contingency plan shall be provided to contractor by the Directorate of Installation Support, Environmental and Natural Resources Division.

C.33.6 STAFF ORGANIZATION, QUALIFICATIONS, AND RESPONSIBILITIES:
The SHSP shall discuss the organizational structure, including lines of authority, and overall responsibilities of supervisors and employees for site activities.  Specifically, a CIH with experience in hazardous waste site operations shall be responsible for the development, implementation, and oversight of the Health and Safety Program (HSP) and SHSP.  The SHSP shall be signed and dated by the CIH.  A fully trained and experienced Site Safety and Health Officer (SHSO), responsible to the contractor and the CIH, may be delegated to implement and continually enforce the HSP and SHSP on‑site.  The SHSP shall provide evidence of related safety and health training received by the SHSO, which qualifies him/her as a competent person.  Additionally, at least one person currently certified in first aid cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) by the Red Cross, or equivalent agency, shall be present on‑site during all on‑site operations.

C.33.7 TRAINING (CONTRACTOR PROVIDED):

All personnel working directly on UST testing, removal, cleaning, soil removal or other hazardous waste activities shall receive 40 hours of initial health and safety training (24 hours for non‑exposed on‑site personnel) which is relevant to hazardous waste site activities, plus three days of supervised field experience (one day for non‑exposed personnel), in compliance with 29 CFR 1910.120 (e).  This training shall be provided the personnel before work is commenced on any work performed under this contract.  The content, duration, and frequency of all required initial, site‑specific, supervisory, and refresher training for affected personnel shall be included in the SHSP.  Special training for projects involving asbestos work or confined space entry shall also be provided for by the contractor if required by the task order.

C.33.8 PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT:
A written Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) program shall be established which addresses all the elements listed in 29 CFR 1910.120 (g) (5), and which complies with respiratory protection program requirements of 29 CFR 1910.134.  Based upon the site history and previous survey work initial level of protection is Level D.  Upgrading to Level C shall be dependent on air‑monitoring data based on PID readings.  The PPE program shall describe in detail the minimum PPE types (including respirators) and specific materials from which the PPE components are constructed for each task/operation performed based on the hazard assessment and risk analysis performed above.  Components of levels of protection (C, D, and modifications) must be relevant to site‑specific conditions, including thermal stress potential and safety hazards.  The PPE program shall include procedures for PPE selection, fit‑testing, cleaning, maintenance and storage, inspection, and determinations of program effectiveness.

C.33.9 MEDICAL SURVEILLANCE:
A medical surveillance program, meeting the requirements of 29 CFR 1910.120 shall be implemented for all on‑site personnel involved in UST testing, removal, and cleaning or the hazardous waste activities.  The medical surveillance protocols shall be specified, overseen, and results reviewed by a licensed physician who is certified in Occupational Medicine by the American Board of Preventative Medicine, or who, by necessary training and experience, is Board‑eligible.  Based on probable site conditions, potential occupational exposures and required protective equipment, the SHSP shall specify the minimum content and frequencies of required medical examinations.  A copy of the written medical opinion from the attending physician as to the fitness for tank removal or cleaning or other hazardous waste activities of any employee shall be included in the SHSP.  This information shall be submitted to the COR prior to any work being commenced under the task order.

C.33.10 EXPOSURE MONITORING/AIR SAMPLING PROGRAM:

Direct reading (real‑time air monitoring and integrated (time‑weighted average [TWA]) air sampling shall be conducted as appropriate in accordance with applicable regulations (OSHA, US EPA, State).  Both types of air monitoring shall accurately represent concentrations of air contaminants encountered on the site.  All monitoring results shall be compared to "action levels" to determine acceptability and need for corrective action.

C.33.11 MONITORING EQUIPMENT:
A list of the field instruments to be used by the contractor specifying manufacturers, models, accessories, frequency of use, etc., with procedures used for calibration and frequency of check shall be included in the SHSP.  The contractor shall calibrate field monitoring equipment every morning prior to commencement of work, and every evening after work is completed.  The explosion meter requires a minimum of 20% oxygen to function normally.  Therefore an oxygen meter shall be used whenever an explosion meter is utilized.  Meters shall be capable of determining lower explosion limit (LEL) and upper explosion limits for confined space entry requirements.

C.34 SITE RESTORATION/BACKFILLING:
The contractor shall not close excavations until the COR gives notice to proceed.  The contractor shall seed, repair asphalt or concrete as defined in the individual task orders.  Soil borings shall be filled with a bentonite cement mixture after soil samplings.  Pricing for backfilling should include material, labor, and equipment necessary for backfilling.

C.34.1 SATISFACTORY MATERIALS:
Materials classified in ASTM D 2487, Unified Soil Classification System, as SW, SP, GW, and GP are satisfactory provided that they contain moisture contents suitable for the intended use and are free or organic matter, and do not contain refuse or debris.  Only satisfactory materials shall be used for backfilling.  Material removed from the excavation may be reused as backfill providing it is not contaminated with petroleum hydrocarbons.

C.34.2 DEGREE OF COMPACTION:
Degree of compaction is a percentage of the maximum density obtained by the test procedure presented in ASTM D 1557, Method D.  The contractor shall compact backfill as stated in this statement of work or as specified in the task order.

C.34.3 BACKFILL ADJACENT TO STRUCTURES:
Backfill adjacent to structures shall be placed and compacted uniformly in such a manner as to prevent wedging action or eccentric loading upon or against the structures.  Slopes bounding or within areas to be backfilled shall be stepped or serrated to prevent sliding of the fill.  During backfilling operations, equipment that will overload the structure in passing over and compacting these fills shall not be used.

C.34.4 COMPACTION:
Compaction shall be accomplished by sheepsfoot roller, pneumatic‑tired rollers, smooth‑drum vibratory rollers or other approved equipment well suited to the soil being compacted.  In areas inaccessible to heavy equipment, or where in the opinion of the Contracting Officer or the authorized COR, use of heavy equipment may cause damage to pipes, conduits, or structures, approved power‑driven hand operated tampers suitable for the material being compacted shall be used.  Each layer shall be compacted to not less than 95 percent under pavement and shoulders, and 90 percent under non‑paved surfaces.  Compacted subgrades, and backfills, that are disturbed by the Contractor's operations or by adverse weather before acceptance by the Contracting Officer shall be scarified and compacted.

C.35 UNEXPLODED ORDNANCE (UXO)/ORDNANCE AND EXPLOSIVES (OE):

The contractor shall perform surface UXO/OE and subsurface anomaly avoidance and or surface and subsurface UXO/OE detection and disposal as required in each task order and in accordance with all applicable Army, Federal, State, and local regulations and guidelines.

C.36  CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL AND QUALIFICATIONS:
The contractor shall provide a work force including those of their subcontractors possessing the skills, knowledge and training to satisfactorily perform the services required by this contract.

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause. (a) Definitions. As used in this clause--

Component means an article, material, or supply incorporated directly into a construction material.

Construction material means an article, material, or supply brought to the construction site by the Contractor or a subcontractor for incorporation into the building or work. The term also includes an item brought to the site preassembled from articles, materials, or supplies. However, emergency life safety systems, such as emergency lighting, fire alarm, and audio evacuation systems, that are discrete systems incorporated into a public building or work and that are produced as complete systems, are evaluated as a single and distinct construction material regardless of when or how the individual parts or components of those systems are delivered to the construction site. Materials purchased directly by the Government are supplies, not construction material.

Cost of components means--

(1) For components purchased by the Contractor, the acquisition cost, including transportation costs to the place of incorporation into the end product (whether or not such costs are paid to a domestic firm), and any applicable duty (whether or not a duty-free entry certificate is issued); or

(2) For components manufactured by the Contractor, all costs associated with the manufacture of the component, including transportation costs as described in paragraph (1) of this definition, plus allocable overhead costs, but excluding profit. Cost of components does not include any costs associated with the 

manufacture of the end product.

Domestic construction material means--

(1) An unmanufactured construction material mined or produced in the United States; or

(2) A construction material manufactured in the United States, if the cost of its components mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States exceeds 50 percent of the cost of all its components. Components of foreign origin of the same class or kind for which nonavailability determinations have been made are treated as domestic.

Foreign construction material means a construction material other than a domestic construction material.

United States means the 50 States and the District of Columbia, U.S. territories and possessions, Puerto Rico, the Northern Mariana Islands, and any other place subject to U.S. jurisdiction, but does not include leased bases.

(b) Domestic preference. (1) This clause implements the Buy American Act (41 U.S.C. 10a-10d) and the Balance of Payments Program by providing a preference for domestic construction material. The Contractor shall use only domestic construction material in performing this contract, except as provided in paragraphs (b)(2) and (b)(3) of this clause.

(2) This requirement does not apply to the construction material or components listed by the Government as follows:       [Contracting Officer to list applicable excepted materials or indicate “none”]

(3) The Contracting Officer may add other foreign construction material to the list in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause if the Government determines that

(i) The cost of domestic construction material would be unreasonable. The cost of a particular domestic construction material subject to the requirements of the Buy American Act is unreasonable when the cost of such material exceeds the cost of foreign material by more than 6 percent. For determination of unreasonable cost under the Balance of Payments Program, the Contracting Officer will use a factor of 50 percent;

(ii) The application of the restriction of the Buy American Act or Balance of Payments Program to a particular construction material would be impracticable or inconsistent with the public interest; or

(iii) The construction material is not mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States in sufficient and reasonably available commercial quantities of a satisfactory quality.

(c) Request for determination of inapplicability of the Buy American Act or Balance of Payments Program. (1)(i) Any Contractor request to use foreign construction material in accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of this clause shall include adequate information for Government evaluation of the request, including--

(A) A description of the foreign and domestic construction materials;

(B) Unit of measure;

(C) Quantity;

(D) Price;

(E) Time of delivery or availability;

(F) Location of the construction project;

(G) Name and address of the proposed supplier; and

(H) A detailed justification of the reason for use of foreign construction materials cited in accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of this clause.

(ii) A request based on unreasonable cost shall include a reasonable survey of the market and a completed price comparison table in the format in paragraph (d) of this clause.

(iii) The price of construction material shall include all delivery costs to the construction site and any applicable duty (whether or not a duty-free certificate may be issued).

(iv) Any Contractor request for a determination submitted after contract award shall explain why the Contractor could not reasonably foresee the need for such determination and could not have requested the determination before contract award. If the Contractor does not submit a satisfactory explanation, the Contracting Officer need not make a determination.

(2) If the Government determines after contract award that an exception to the Buy American Act or Balance of Payments Program applies and the Contracting Officer and the Contractor negotiate adequate consideration, the Contracting Officer will modify the contract to allow use of the foreign construction material. However, when the basis for the exception is the unreasonable price of a domestic construction material, adequate consideration is not less than the differential established in paragraph (b)(3)(i) of this clause.

(3) Unless the Government determines that an exception to the Buy American Act or Balance of Payments Program applies, use of foreign construction material is noncompliant with the Buy American Act or Balance of Payments Program.

(d) Data. To permit evaluation of requests under paragraph (c) of this clause based on unreasonable cost, the Contractor shall include the following information and any applicable supporting data based on the survey of suppliers:

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or disapproves

the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or notifies the contracting

L.0.1.2.  The proposal shall contain a master Table of Contents for the total proposal.  The master index shall identify major areas by title, as well as pages and volume location. l. A narrative explanation on each previous contract listed describing the objectives achieved and any cost growths or schedule delays encountered.  For the Government contracts which did not/do not meet original requirements with regard to either cost, schedule or technical performance, a brief explanation of the reason(s) for such revisions and any demonstrated corrective actions taken to avoid recurrence.  The offeror shall also provide a copy of any cure notices or show cause notices received on each previous or current contract listed and a description of any corrective action by the offeror or proposed subcontractor.

m. The offeror shall also provide the above required information for any and all contracts it has had terminated in whole or in any part, for any reason during the past 5 years, to include those currently in the process of such termination as well as those which are not similar to the proposed effort.

n. New corporate entities may submit data on prior contracts involving its officers and employees.  However, in addition to the other requirements in this section, the offeror shall discuss in detail the role performed by such persons in the prior contracts cited.

o. Offerors shall provide an outline of how the effort required by the solicitation will be assigned for performance within the contractor’s corporate entity and among proposed subcontractors. B. Subcontract Administration:  Describe to what extent subcontracting shall be used to satisfy requirements in the solicitation.  Describe what type of controls project management will have to ensure timeliness and quality of all subcontracted efforts and how this work will be coordinated.  Proposed subcontracting support shall be identified by functional areas.

C. Government Interface:  Identify and discuss the contractor’s plan for interaction and liaison between contractor managers and workers and Government organizations and personnel as required.

(2) Related management experience:  Provide a discussion of the relevant experience of the Contractor’s team, including its key personnel and any subcontractors.

PART IV.  TECHNICAL PROPOSAL:
The Technical Proposal shall be as brief as possible but contain sufficient quantitative details (without reference to cost or price) to permit a complete and accurate evaluation of the proposal from a strictly technical viewpoint.  Offerors are cautioned to keep in mind the criteria set forth in the EVALUATION FACTORS, against which the proposals will be evaluated.  Proposals which merely offer to conduct a program in accordance with the requirements of the Government’s performance work statement will not be considered further.  The offeror must submit a definitive proposal which evidences the experience necessary and an effective technical approach to achieve the results that are set forth in the Performance Work Statement.  All information the offeror wishes to have considered must be submitted with the initial proposal.  The narrative will not exceed 50 pages.  The technical proposal will contain:

a. A discussion of the offeror’s specific experience and technical approach to performance of environmental compliance with Federal, Arizona State, DOD and Army legal and regulatory mandates for each of the following subject areas.

i) National Environmental Policy Act

ii) Resource Conservation and Recovery Act

iii) Other Environmental Programs (Air, Water, Lead, Noise, Asbestos, Radon, etc)

Definitions:

a. The terms Day, Interested Party and Protest as used herein carry the same meanings as set out in FAR 33.101.

b. Filed as used herein means complete receipt of the document at issue the recipient before 4:00 p.m., local time. Documents received after 4:00 p.m. are considered filed as of the next day.

2. Agency Protest Forums. Interested parties are encouraged to consult with the contracting officer before initiating protests. If the parties cannot resolve their dispute through negotiation, the interested party may file an agency protest. There are two agency protest forums available to interested parties- (l) a Contracting officer protest and (2) a HQ, TRADOC protest. An interested party may file with one forum or the other-but not both. A HQ, TRADOC protest serves as an alternative to consideration by the contracting officer within the meaning of FAR 33.103(d)(4). The rules stated herein govern HQ, TRADOC protests only. Interested parties desiring to file a Contracting officer protest should consult the contracting officer who issued the solicitation.

3. Who May File. Only interested parties are eligible to file HQ, TRADOC protests.

4. Where to File. A HQ, TRADOC protest shall be filed with the contracting office that issued the solicitation who, in turn, shall forward the protest to HQ, TRADOC, ATTN: The TRADOC Principal Assistant Responsible for Contracting (PARC)(see Rule 12).

5. When to File.

a. Improprieties in the Solicitation.

(1) Invitation For Bids (IFB). A HQ, TRADOC protest alleging improprieties in an IFB solicitation must be filed prior to bid opening if the improprieties were apparent prior to that time.

(2) Request For Proposals (RFP). A HQ, TRADOC protest alleging improprieties in an RFP solicitation must be filed prior to the time set for receipt of initial proposals if the improprieties were apparent prior to that time. If an alleged impropriety did not exist in the initial solicitation but was later incorporated into the solicitation by an amendment, a protest based on that impropriety must be filed before the next closing time established for submitting proposals

b. Other Improprieties. In all other cases, HQ, TRADOC protests must be filed not later than 10 days after the protester knew or should have known the basis of the protest (whichever is earlier), with the exception of protests challenging an RFP procurement under which a debriefing is requested and, when requested, is required (i.e., a statutorily required debriefing). In such case, with respect to any protest basis which was known or should have been known before the statutorily required debriefing, the protester must not file its initial protest before the debriefing date offered to the protester, but must file its.protest not later than 10 days after the date on which the debriefing was held.

c. Exception to Timeliness Rules. HQ, TRADOC, for good cause shown, or where it determines that a protest raises issues significant to its acquisition process, may consider the merits of any protest which is not timely filed.

d. Subsequent General Accounting Office (GAO) Protest. Special time lines rules govern GAO protests filed after receipt of an adverse decision on a HQ, TRADOC protest. A protest to GAO must be filed not later than 10 days after the protester learned of an initial adverse HQ, TRADOC decision.

6. Protest Issues Not For Consideration. The following protests may be summarily dismissed:

a. Protests which are untimely (but see rule 5c).
b. Protests based in contract administration (see 4 CFR * 21.5(a)).
c. Protests based upon Small Business Administration issues (see 4 CFR 21.5(b)).
d. Protests based upon the contracting officer s affirmative determination of responsibility (see 4 CFR * 21.5(c)).
e. Protests based upon violation of the Procurement Integrity Act where the protester failed to timely report the alleged violation as set forth at 4 CFR 21.5(d).
f. Protests which lack a detailed statement of the legal and factual grounds of protest (see rule 7) or which fail to clearly state legally sufficient grounds of protest (see 4 CFR * 21.5(f)).
g. Protests by subcontractors.

7. Protest Contents.  A HQ, TRADOC protest shall:

a. Be signed by the protester or an authorized representative.

b. Contain a statement which specifically identifies the protest as a HQ, TRADOC protest. An Agency protest which is not specifically designated a HQ, TRADOC protest shall be deemed a Contracting Officer protest, see Rule 2.

C. Include the following information:

(1)
Name, address, and fax and telephone number of the protester.

Detailed statement of the legal and factual grounds for the protest, to include a description of resulting prejudice to the protester.

8. Decision Authority. The TRADOC Principal Assistant Responsible for Contracting (PARC) will decide HQ, TRADOC protests. The PARC will be assisted by the TRADOC office of the Staff Judge Advocate (OSJA).
9. Remedies.

a. The PARC may take any action that could have been recommended by the Comptroller General had the protest been filed with the GAO. Specifically, the PARC may direct that the Government implement any combination of the following remedies:

(1)
Refrain from exercising options under the contract.

(2)
Terminate the contract.

(3)
Recompete the contract.

(4)
Issue a new solicitation.

(5)
Award a contract consistent with statute and regulation.

(6)
Take such other action, as the PARC deems necessary to promote compliance with statute and regulation.

b.  The PARC may also direct that the local installation reimburse the protester (out of funds available for the procurement) for bid and proposal costs (incurred after issuance of the solicitation) as well as the cost, exclusive of profit, of filing and pursuing the protest, including reasonable attorney and consultant fees.

(1)  Determination of Reimbursement: Costs.

(i)  Protester Submission of Certified Request for Reimbursement. If the PARC awards the protester reimbursement for costs, the protester will file with the contracting officer a certified request for reimbursement which details all claimed costs. The request must be filed within 15 days of receipt of the PARC s decision. - Failure to timely file-the request for reimbursement will release the Government from its obligation to reimburse the protester for its costs.

(ii)  Review By Contracting Officer. The Contracting Officer shall have 30 days to review the request for reimbursement and reach agreement with the protester on the amount of cost to be paid.

(iii)  Disputes. The PARC, upon request of the protester, will resolve disputes regarding reimbursement.

SECTION M

EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD
M.01  PURPOSE.

M.01.1  The purpose of this document is to establish procedures for the evaluation of proposals received for Environmental Support Services at Fort Huachuca, Arizona.  These procedures set forth the evaluation factors against which proposals will be evaluated, and the basis upon which final contract award will be made.

M.01.2  EVALUATION CRITERIA.

Evaluation will be conducted in two phases:


Phase I.  Preliminary screening to determine if the proposals have complied with the data submission prerequisites of Sections B, K and L.  Failure to submit the required information may result in elimination of the proposal for award consideration.


Phase II.  Proposal evaluation will address five areas.  The areas are technical, management, past performance, quality assurance/quality control, and price realism.  The evaluation factors and rating scheme are as follows.

M.01.3  EVALUATION FACTORS.

FACTOR 1-TECHNICAL MERIT

Technical is the most important quality factor.  This factor consists of two sub-factors as cited below. Both of these sub-factors are equal in weight.


Sub-factor 1:  Specific experience of the prime and its subcontractors in each of the subject areas listed below.  In addition, the contractor’s (and team member’s) technical approach to performing environmental compliance in each of the subject areas listed below will be evaluated.



Subject Areas:

a. National Environmental Policy Act

b. Resource Conservation and Recovery Act

c. Other Environmental Programs (Air, Water, Lead, Asbestos, Radon, etc.)

d. Cultural Resources (Archaeology, NHPA, Native American, Curation, etc.)

Sub-factor 2:  Technical reporting/writing quality.  Samples submitted demonstrate proper writing skills, knowledge and application of subject matter.

FACTOR II-MANAGEMENT

Management is equal in importance to Past Performance but slightly less important than Technical.  Management structures and related Management experience are equal in importance.

1. Management Structures.  (The three sub-criteria below are equal in importance.)

FACTOR III-PAST AND PRESENT PERFORMANCE
The offeror’s (including subcontractors) record of Past and Present Performance as it relates to the work to be performed under this contract.

The offeror’s (and subcontractor’s) record of Past and Present Performance of conforming to specifications/standards, workmanship, adherence to delivery schedules, record of containing and forecasting costs on any previously performed contract, history of customer satisfaction and achievements.  The Government will consider past performance data on the contractor (subcontractor’s) from any source available to the Government, not just that provided by the contractor.

A significant achievement, or problem in performance of the work can become an important consideration in the source selection process.  A negative finding under any element, may result in an overall high risk rating.  Therefore, offerors (and subcontractor’s) are reminded to include all relevant past efforts, including demonstrated corrective action, in their proposal.  For purposes of this solicitation, performance risk is based solely upon the quality of the offeror’s record of past performance.  A lack of a performance record will therefore result in a neutral risk rating.

FACTOR IV-QUALITY CONTROL
The following three sub-factors are equal in importance.


Sub-factor 1:  Inspection Techniques – An effective and efficient program to ensure any errors in the performance of the work are identified.


Sub-factor 2:  Corrective Action - An effective means to correct any errors in the work in a timely manner.


Sub-factor 3:  Documentation and Reports – An effective program that will inspect, locate and correct any errors in the documentation and reports that will be delivered to the Government.

FACTOR V-PRICE REALISM
Price Realism will be comprised of evaluating the consistency between the difficulty of the work associated with each designated CLIN and the price submitted by the contractor for that CLIN.  Price Realism analysis will be performed on the following  designated CLINS.

Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINS) 0001 through 0006, 0009, 0013 through 0023, 0025, 0026, 0042, 0045 and 0046, Professional, CLINS 0024, 0031 through 0036, 0038, 0039, 0043, 0044, 0047 through 0050, Services/Technical Assurance, CLINS 0007, 0008, 0010 through, 0012, 0027 through 0030, and 0040 and 0041, Construction Services.  Associated option year CLINS will also be evaluated.  The Government may determine that and offer is unacceptable if the CLIN or option prices are materially unbalanced.

M.03  BASIS FOR AWARD
Award will be made to the offeror whose proposal, when evaluated In Accordance With (IAW) the weighted criteria, including offered price, represents the best value to the Government.  Award will not necessarily be made to the offeror with the highest rating or to the offeror with the lowest price.  Among the five quality factors, technical is the most important factor.  Management, Past and Present Performance and Quality Control are equal in importance.  Price Realism is less important than Management.  The quality factors are technical, management, past performance, quality control and price realism.  These five quality factors will be weighted against the offered price in making the best value determination.  The offered price is equal in importance to technical in making the best value determination.
