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A soldier and a scholar

NCO earns doctorate in education

Starting from the ground up isn’t always
easy, but one soldier proved you could do
anything you put your mindto—evenearna
doctorate degree while serving as an active
duty senior noncommissioned officer in the
U.S. Army.

For Sgt. 1% Class Clinton M. Covert, the
11" Signal Brigade's Equal Opportunity ad-
visor, the oral defense of his dissertation at
the University of Southern California this
month was the culmination of over 10 years
of higher education while on active duty.

Covert’s dissertation focused on senior
enlisted Army soldiers motivational orien-
tationsand perceived barriersto college par-
ticipation.

Covert, also known as Dr. Covert, ex-

plained why he chose this topic for his dis-
sertation. “| entered the Army at the age of
17. Getting a college degree was something
that | did not give much thought to. In fact,
like amajority of the soldiers| interviewed,
| was a first-generation student. That is to
say, my parents held no more than a high
school diploma. Growing up, college was
something that was not really talked about
asapossibility. | had over eight yearsin the
Army before | enrolled in my first college
course.”

Covert’s study found that a primary bar-
rier for enlisted soldiers’ college participa-
tion was assignment to tactical or “field”
units where mission requirements resulted
in frequent deployments.

Covert said, “Soldiers who named this
variable al so provided examples of how they
were able to overcome this obstacle when a

supportive supervisor or chain-of-command
was present.”

Covert will attend the formal doctoral
hooding ceremony at USC’s Spring 2003
commencement in Los Angeles.

Motorcycle courses may be paid for by TA

Two motorcyclerider safety coursesare offered on Fort Huachuca
and must be completed prior to driving a motorcycle on post, ac-
cording to Fort Huachuca Regulation 190-5.

An Experienced Rider Courseand aBasic Rider Courseareavail-
able at various times throughout the year for $70 and $165 respec-
tively.

Currently the course is a pass/fail, one-credit class through
Cochise College’s Professional Devel opment Campus; however, the
100 percent tuition assistance program may apply to future motor-
cycle safety courses, according to Cochise College officials.

The next course available isthe BRC scheduled for Sept. 28-29.

Currently the Directorate of Public Safety pays up to $70 for
each course for al active duty and federal civilian employees. Ac-
tive duty soldiers may be able to use their TA to completely pay for

future classes, once curriculum is inspected by Cochise College
officials and approved.

At thistime al students must pay the total course cost prior to
the start date of class, according to Stephen Sklarow, course in-
structor. DPS then reimburses students at a later date.

Along with meeting post regulations, students who successfully
complete the course are waived from both the State’'s knowledge
and skill tests, and directly obtain alicense or motorcycle endorse-
ment without the intermediate step of a permit.

The BRC is offered twice a month over a two-day period on
variousweekends at Murr Community Center. There are eight hours
of classroom instruction and eight hours of motorcycleinstruction.
The courserunsfrom 7:30 am. to 3 p.m. Motorcycles are provided
for students.

The ERC isonly offered up to six timesayear at the Murr Com-

own motorcycles. Thisis a one-day course
of seven hours of instruction.

“Other than meeting regulation require-
ments, getting a license and receiving up to
10 percent off of insurance for taking the
course, concelvably something that you learn
inthisclasscan saveyour life,” Sklarow said.

The course concentrates on safety tech-
niques while driving, swerving, and taking
corners.

“One in eight accidents are caused from
incorrectly taking turns,” Sklarow said,
which is why students must be taught how
to properly take curves when driving a mo-
torcycle. “Thereis adanger associated with

riding motorcycles.”

The courses instructs how motorcyclists
must drive while on post, according to Sgt.
Jason Passanita, 18" Military Police Detach-
ment desk sergeant.

While on post motorcyclists must have
on a helmet, glasses, gloves, long sleeve
shirts, pants, and a reflective belt, he said.

“Post motorcyclists have been doing
pretty well,” he said. “If they come through
the gate without the proper safety gear on
they are stopped, advised, and asked to cor-
rect it on the spot.”

B Troop remembers past at Apache Pass

B Troop, 4" U.S. Cavalry (Memorial) conducted a cer-
emony at the Fort Bowie National Historic site Sept. 7 to
honor the soldiers who were once buried there and renew
old ties to their historic past.

It wasthe Troop’sfirst return to the site since 1994 and a
day that the troopers will long remember.

Fort Bowie and B Troop go back along way in the his-
tory books. Thefort wasthe primary base of operations dur-
ing the Geronimo campaign in the 1880s. B Troop had pur-
sued Geronimo for many monthsin 1886 until hisfinal sur-
render at Fort Bowie, Sept. 8.

One hundred and sixteen years|later, B Troop returned to
the ruins of Fort Bowie to renew the historic links to their
own past. The Troop began the day by riding along a por-
tion of the old Butterfield stage route through A pache Pass.
The trail meandered through the pass up and down rocky
ridges and through narrow gulliesand thick brush. Thetroop-
ers wondered aloud at what it must have been like riding a
wooden wheel ed stagecoach through the rugged terrain while
constantly guarding against an Apache ambush.

Finally, the Troop crossed the last ridge and could see
the old Fort Bowie cemetery in the valley below. They de-
scended into the grassy bowl and drew up in aline before
the gate to the little cemetery. The small group of troopers
and ladiesthen listened quietly asthe history of the passand
Fort Bowie was recounted. Next, a list of all the soldiers
once buried there, their units, and dates of death were read.
It may have been the first time all those names have been
spoken in that place. Included on the list were two Medal-
of-Honor recipients, one of whom isstill buried there today.
Troop Executive Officer, Pete Criscuolo and Lady Martina
Peters dismounted after the reading of the last name and

placed awreath at the cemetery entrance.

“To the soldiers who fell here in the service
to their country, you are not forgotten” it read.
The troopers then shattered the calmness in the
valley by firing acarbinevolley inafinal tribute
to the fallen. When the last of the echoes of the
gunfire had died away, they turned their column
up the dusty trail and rode on up the canyon to
thefort ruins.

Upon reaching the fort the troopers dis-
mounted and enjoyed an authentic 1880s picnic
prepared by Lady Debbie Cunningham. She had
prepared the feast from recipesfound in aperiod
cookbook used by Army wivesin the Southwest.
Lady Debbie, a native of Scotland, had an au-

thentic cavalry-wife experience of her own that
day. Whilewalking to thefort from the cemetery,
she encountered a rattlesnake, which happened
to be using the same path that morning. She
waited patiently for the snake to clear the trail
and then hurried on up to the fort. One supposes
that cavalry wives at Fort Bowie had similar en-
counters when preparing picnics for their fami-
lies and friends over a hundred years earlier.

It isthe Troop’s mission to promote the tradi-
tions and heritage of the Army in the Southwest
during the 1880s. On Sept. 7, themen of B Troop,
4" U.S. Cavalry (Memorial) and the women of
the Ladies Auxiliary returned to Apache Pass to
renew an old link to the past. All agreed it wasa
good day to be in the cavalry.
