World Wer |1 veteranswho earned the Combat
Infantry Badge or the Combat Medical Badgeare
eligibleto recelveanother award to honor their hero-
ism. Twenty-two Bronze Star M edal swereawarded
inasmall community in Goshen, Ind., last month. A
few were given posthumoudly, but most veterans
were able to enjoy the moment with family and
friends.

After thetearsstopped flowing for veteran Lovell
“Buzz” Burdette, he began hisacceptance speech.
Hethanked al 15 of hisfamily memberswho at-
tended the event in the local Veterans of Foreign
Wars. From hisson to hisgreat-granddaughter, 85
year-old Buzz repeated the words “thank you”
through shiveringlips.

“It wasavery emotional moment,” said Ronald
Burdette, Buzz's son. “ Receiving the Bronze Star
Meda wasjust atidbit of anawardforamanthat is
asamazing asmy dad,” Burdette said. “Heendured
much and showed immeasurablehonor, courageand
commitment.”

Exactly what Buzz' sheroic actsareisunknown
to hisfamily because hetalksvery little about his
experiencesduring thewar, according Burdette. “He

was proud to serve, and he talks about some of his
buddies, but hedidn’t come homebragging about tak-
ing other people'slives.”

In 1947, the Bronze Star Medal was authorized
for al of thosewho earned aCombat Infantry Badge
or the Combat Medical Badge, according to Army
regulation 600-8-2, Military Awards. Themeda was
designed to honor theinfantrymen who endured the
greatest hardshi psand the medicswho accompanied
themonthefront lines, officidssaid.

When the son of aWorld Wer |1 veteran wasre-
storing lost copiesof hisfather’srecord, hefound out
from the National Personnel Records Center out of
St. Louisthat hisfather was one of many who had
never recelved the Bronze Star Medal .

John Fiecuch, aVietnam veteran, said hewassur-
prised to find out that hisfather, Stanley Piecuch, was
eigiblefor themeda. Moved that hisfather died with-
out knowing he had earned theaward, Piecuch spear-
headed thedrivethat got duerecognition for 22 others
inthesmdll county.

“These men are proud, not boastful, and | wanted
as many men as possible to get the honor they de-
serve,” Piecuchsaid.

Thechaplainfor thelocal Goshen VFW, Piecuch
put announcementsin theloca newspapers stating
that hewaslooking for veteranswho had earned the

CIB. He started his pilgrimage in February and said
that from thetime he started to the event in June, two
veteransdied beforethey could be honored.

“It's sad that there are thousands of veteranswho
don’t know that the Bronze Star Meda isautomatic as
long astheir discharge papers state that they received
the CIB, Piecuch said. “ Out of the 22 menwehonored,
only threeknew they weredigible.”

OfficidsfromtheNationd Personnd RecordsCen-
ter say that they don’t know how many veteransare
eligiblefor themedd or who till havenot received the
award, becauseamassivefirein 1963 destroyed most
of theofficial military personnel filesfrom World War
.

Piecuch believesthat there are thousands, maybe
tensof thousands based on the number of igiblere-
cipientsfromthesmall town of Goshen.

“There hasto bemore out there that deserverec-
ognition,” Piecuchsaid. “ They went towar and quietly
came back home, went towork and built thiscountry.”

The 18 menfrom Goshen, a ong with two sonsand
two widows who accepted the medal on their loved
ones behdf, received theBronze Star Medd withtheir
names engraved on the back and a photocopy of a
congratulatory letter from President George W. Bush
and another from hisfather, former President George
Bush.

The troops that were deployed from Fort
Huachuca have started to come home. Thisisan
exciting time for family members but can also be
very stressful.

“Separation isthe hardest thing any of us ever
do. It causespanic and distress,” said Judy Pike, su-
pervisory socia worker for family advocacy on Fort
Huachuca

According to Pike, readjusting to having a de-
ployed family member back can sometimesbe chal-
lenging. “Whenfamily membersareaway fromeach
other for any length of time people start to change,
not only thefamily membersthat areleft behind but
thesoldier aswell,” sheexplained. “Itisanatura
part of life.”

“Thefamily isforced to find waysto get along
without that person,” Pikesaid. “Sothereunionis
going to be amajor adjustment for everyone.”

According to authorities at the Military Family
Resource Center, the reunion of your family can be
abuilding block or astumbling block.

Therearesomethingsparentscandoto helptheir
children preparefor the return of the deployed par-
ent.

MFRC recommends that you take timeto talk
andlisten; tell your children what ishappening. This
will givethemtimeto think about the parent’sreturn.
Encourageyour childrentotalk about their feelings.
Remind your children that everyone has changed
whilethe parent has been away and that it will take

timefor everyoneto adjust to being afamily again.
Assurethem that it is okay to be excited and wor-
ried about what it will be liketo havetheir parent

home again. Also plan somefavoriteactivitiesthat |

your children and returning parent can do together.

Reunionscreate big changesfor thewholefam-
ily, according to MFRC. During these changesitis
important that your children continuein many of the
sameroutines. Knowingwhat to expect helpsthem
feel safer and more secure.

“Another big thing,” Pike said, “isthat people
have such high expectationsof havingthisfairy tale
reunion where everything is going to be perfect.”
You haveto have realistic expectations and know
thereunion may not match what you have dreamed.

According to MFRC, there are afew things to
remember to help ensurethat your reunionwith your
loved onewill gowell. 1t will taketimeand patience
to readjust to being together again. Thingswill never

beexactly thesameasthey werebeforethedeployed [F -

and in uniform, on thefirst note of retreat, they should face the
flag, if visible, or music and assume the position of parade rest.
Civilianstraditionally placetheir right hand over their heart.

The national anthem or “To the Colors” isplayed. Whilethe
music plays the junior members of the flag security detail lower
theflag slowly and with dignity. If theflagisbeing flown at half-
staff, it israised briskly to the top then lowered slowly. Persons
outsidein uniform areto stand at attention whilethe flag isbeing
lowered.

Theflag security detail foldstheflag. The senior enlisted of
the detail remains at attention whiletheflag isbeing folded unless
he or sheisneeded to control theflag. The senior enlisted salutes
and reports, the flag is secured. The commander or office of the
day returnsthe salute and the flag security detail marches away.

Firg Aid for Epilepsy

What isa seizure?

Seizuresare sudden, uncontrolled spellsof excessiveelectri-
cal and neurochemical dischargesof brain cells, resultingina
variety of sensory, motor and behaviora changes. They arethe
most common sign of epilepsy, but not theonly sign. Seizures
also occur in other conditions and seizures secondary to other
causes, e.g. low blood sugar, heart rhythm abnormalities, high
fever, infection of thebrain, breath holding spells, etc.

What is epilepsy?

Epilepsy isachronic disorder of the brain that causes sei-
zures. Therearemany different kindsof epilepsy. Usudly, if you
havetwo or more unprovoked seizuresthen thiswould be con-
sistent with adiagnosisof epilepsy. Medications can control or
reduce the number of seizuresfor most people with epilepsy.
Therearemany medicationsfor epilepsy currently inuse. When
medi cationsdo not control seizurescompletely, surgery may be
recommended.

How can | tell if someoneis having a seizure?

Seizuresusualy start very quickly and areusudly overina
few minutes. There aremany manifestationsof seizures, butin
genera therearetwo maintypes.

Generalized Tonic Clonic Seizures (“Gran Mal”)

Duringthesaizurethe persontypicaly stiffensandfals, some-
timesaccompanied by avoca noise, and sartsjerking or shaking
all over. Their color may changeto blue or pale, they may be-
come incontinent of urine or stool, and it may be followed by
vomiting.

When a person hasa generalized seizure:

1. Keep calm, help the personto thefloor, liethem down and
put something soft under the head. Try to note thetime of onset
of thesaizure.

2. Removeany glassesand loosentight clothing.

3. Removeany sharp objectsfromtheimmediatevicinity.

4. Do not put anything in their mouth.

5. Donot try to stop the sei zure by hold them down.

After the seizure

6. Roll the personto onesideto prevent choking on salivaor
vomit.

7. Stay withthe patient until fully awake, sinceinitially he/she
will be confused and disoriented.

8. Do not givethem anything to drink or eat.

9. Try to notethetime of resolution of the convulsive seizure
—thisisimportant because one minutefed slike 10 minuteswhen

you areseeing aseizurefor thefirst time.

10. Contact their parent or guardian.

Call 911 or Emergency Medical Services:

11. If thisistheir first seizure.

12. If they do not start breathing within one minute after the
seizure. If thishappens, initiate mouth-to-mouth resuscitation.

13. If the personisinjured during the seizure; for example,
during afall they hit their face or head or other portion of their
body significantly.

14.1f they have one seizureright after another, especialy if
they do not awaken fully between them, or if the convulsive
seizurelastsmorethan threeto five minutes—thisisamedical
emergency (likeaheart attack) and requiresemergent interven-
tion.

15. If the person requestsan ambulance.

Complex Partial Seizures (“ Temporal lobe” or “psy-
chomotor”)

During theseizurethe personmay: stare, giveno response
when questioned, giveinappropriate responseswhen questioned,
makelip-smacking or chewing movements, fidget with clothes,
Sit, stand, walk about aimlessly, appear to be drunk or drugged,
or appear psychotic or combative.

When a person hasa complex partial seizure:

1. Keep calm, help or guide the person to achair or onto
floor if necessary, and try to remove harmful objectsfromtheir
path. Try to notethetime of onset of the seizure.

2. Do not try to stop or restrain them (they will often fight
youif you do, and they arenot aware of what they aredoing and
haveno control over it).

3. Do not agitate the person.

4. Do not approach themif they appear angry or aggressive.

After thesaizure

5. They will beconfused, disoriented, and complain of head-
acheor nausea, vomit, becomeincontinent.

6. Stay withthe person until they arefully awakeand alert,
snceinitialy they will be confused and disoriented.

7. Try to note the time of resolution of the seizure—thisis
important because one minutefeelslike 10 minuteswhen you
areseeingaseizurefor thefirsttime.

8. Contact their parent or guardian.

Call 911 or EMS:

9.If thisistheir first seizure.

10. If they are aggressive toward you or others.

11. If thepersonisinjured.

12. If the person requestsan ambulance.

Army sgnsmulti-million-dallar contract with Microsoft

The Army has signed asix-year contract
worth morethan $470 million with Microsoft,
to consolidate software purchasesand licenses
inan effort to improve security and accessto
information Armywide.

The Enterprise Software Consolidation con-
tract covers 494,000 users as well as soft-
warefor the Army enterprise network, andis
expected to save the Army $15 million over
thenext six years, officialssaid.

Aspart of the Department of Defense En-
terprise Software Initiative, ESI, the contract
comes under the Army Knowledge Manage-
ment strategy to better support Army opera-
tionsthrough accessto information, accord-
ingto Col. Mark Barnette, chief of the Army’s
Information Infrastructure Division, G6.

“TheESI aimsto provideanet-centric en-
vironment where management and movement

war fighter,” hesaid.

At present, each Army post, camp and station
buyssoftwareondifferent contracts Thisrequires

Barnetteoutlined threestrategic god sfor the
Army’'sAKM transformetion: to defend theinfor-
mation network, to support the Objective Force,
the Army’sfuture, and to reduce the cost of op-
erdions.

Henderson said the new contract is particu-
larly rdlevant tothelast of thesegoals.

“We retryingtobemorelikeacorporation, be
morebus ness-oriented,” shesaid. “ For example
withbuying paper, ingead of just buyingitfor your
ownoffice, you' rebuying for thewholeorganiza:
tion becauseit'ssubgtantialy chegper. Enterprise
isabout tregting thearmy asoneintegrated organi-

Integration, shesaid, a so enables more effi-
cientinformation access.

“If you havethe most current information,
you' re going to do a better job of protecting
yourself, winning the battle,” said Henderson.
“Running the Army as an enterprise means
that people down on the ground can havethe
most current information and be in a better
positionto makeimmediate decisionsintheir
arearather than waiting for someone on high
to get theinformation and assimilateit.”

The aim is to have one Army network,
one Army portal, asingle sign-on capability,
auniversal directory service and the ability
for plug-in play, where soldiers can go any-
where, anytime and plug in to the network
for their work, and gain universal accessto
information across the Army, according to
Barnette.

Secretary Brown approved four increments of Stop Loss
in support of Operations Noble Eagle and Enduring Free-
dom. Thefirst increment was announced Nov. 30, 2001, and

focused on active Army Special Forces soldiersand certain
aviation specialties. The fourth and last increment was an-
nounced Feb. 14, and directed the Active Component Unit
Stop Lossfor units supporting Operation Iragi Freedom. On
May 27, Secretary Brown approved lifting AC Unit Stop
Lossand athird partial lift of Stop Lossfor selected skills
subject to Stop L oss one through four.

Prior to Operations Nobl e Eagle and Enduring Freedom,
the Army last used Stop L ossduring Operation Desert Shield/
Desert Stormin 1990, when President George H. Bush del-
egated Stop L oss authority to the Secretary of Defense.

Stop Loss does not affect most involuntary separations
or retirements, nor doesit generally limit laws, regulations
or policiesthat lead to involuntary separations, retirements,
or releasesfrom active duty.

Analysisfor the Global War on Terrorism is on-going.
The Army’sdetermination to lift RC Unit Stop Lossand the
remaining two skillsunder 12-month, skill-based Stop L oss
will be addressed shortly.
