As summer approaches,
many of us will take a well-
deserved break from our
busy schedules to travel.
Many will choose to drive to
their selected vacation spot
or to visit family or friends.
Vehicle travel historically
increases significantly this
time of year; consequently so
do injuries from traffic acci-
dents.

While the number one
cause of traffic fatalities is
drunk driving, driver fatigue
is a close second.

In fact, an individual op-
erating a motor vehicle while
fatigued will experience
many of the same debilitat-
ing symptoms as those of a
drunk driver.

While most people would
never consider driving while
intoxicated, the majority of
us do not take the prudent
step of incorporating a rest
plan into our overall long dis-
tance driving strategy.

Take the time to plan your
route carefully beforehand.
Look over a map and find the
route that best suits your
needs and pre-select rest and
refueling stops.

A good rule of thumb is
to drive no more than eight
hours (if traveling alone) and
no more than 12 hours if oth-
ers are available to assist
with driving duties. During
the drive, if you feel symp-
toms of fatigue, find a place
to stop and rest. Finally, get
