Georgewinsslver in Wor ld Championship Wrestling

Pfc. TinaGeorge considers her second consecutive sil-
ver-medal performance in the World Championships of
Freestyle Wrestling Sept. 12-14 at Madison Square Gar-
denthefirst step in her quest for Olympic gold next sum-
mer at Athens, Greece.

Thisbattered “Army of One” departed the world’s most
famous arenafacing one rugged road to the birthplace of
the world’s most famous games after securing a spot for
the United Statesin the 55-kilogram division of the 2004
Summer Olympics, where women’swrestling will be con-
tested for thefirst time.

After winning five consecutive matchesin overpower-
ing fashion, George, a member of the U.S. Army World

Class Athlete Program at Fort Carson, Colo., lost 5-2 to
the ultra-quick hands of two-time world champion Saori
Yoshidaof Japaninthe 121-pound final Sunday night.

Yoshida'slightning-quick lungesto grab George’'sankles
led to five one-point takedowns.

“That particular move was something | wasn’t prepared
for,” George said as she wiped tears of disappointment from
her face. “Obviously | wasn't as focused as | thought |
was. I’'m usually pretty good in that position —defending a
singleleg—but | just didn’t do well inthat positioninthis
particular match.”

The bloody match was stopped three times after both
wrestlers swatted each other in the eye and for trainersto
tend to George’s mat burn on the side of her cheek, which
opened and oozed during thefinale.

George opened like gangbusters and took a1-0lead in

the first 20 seconds with a takedown. After one three-
minute period, Yoshidaled 2-1.

In the second period, George quickly pulled into a2-2
tie at the 3:19 mark. Yoshida then registered three one-
point takedowns as gold slipped from George’s grasp and
her shattered dream ended in a pool of tears.

In hindsight, George, 24, acarpentry/masonry specialist
from Cleveland Heights, Ohio, felt she did her best against
the two-time world champ.

“1 don’t think at this point | would change anything about
the way | wrestled,” she said in a post-match press con-
ference. “1 wanted to be the best in the United States and
| just wanted to show what the United States hasto offer.
Thisisjust another step to getting to our Olympic dream.”

George secured an Olympic berth for the United States

Americanssoar at world skydiving championships

The U.S. Parachute Team won
asilver and three bronze medals at
the 2003 World Skydiving Champi-
onshipsin Gap, France, on Sept. 13.

The Golden Knights Four-Way
Formation Skydiving Team, com-
posed of Sgts. 1st Class John
Hoover, Kurt Isenbarger, Eric
Heinsheimer, Chris Talbert and
Tamadge Hunter, videographer, cap-
tured the silver medal with atotal of
214 points.

U.S. women’s accuracy team
spotted the bronze. Army skydivers
Sot. 1st Class ElisaFeldt and Sgts.
AngelaNicholsand Cheryl Stearns
werejoined by Air Forcepilot M.
Stacie Schorzman and Nancy
Lariviereto represent America.

The four-way discipline was
judged by how many times ateam
can perform a specific set of geo-
metrical formationsin 35 seconds of
freefall. Each formation equalsone
point. Two pointswere deducted for
incompleteformationsand improper
handgrips.

“Timeand memory iskey tothis
event,” said Hoover, FST team
leader.

The Olympic-class competition
saw U.S., France and Norway vy-
ing for the gold medal.

The U.S. team led the meet in
round onewithal17-pointjumpwhile
Francefollowed with 16 points. By
round fivetheU.S. team fell fivebe-
hindfield leader France.

Inround six theAmericansral-
lied with a35-point round, only to be
outdone by the French’s 37-point
leap.

By the seventh round of thecom-
petition, the U.S. and Franceteams
pulled away from the rest of the
field. By round 10, the scores settled,
with France earning the gold medal
with afinal scoreof 229-214.

Norway won the bronze medal
podium with 206 points.

“The French had unbelievable
scores, we did well, but fell way
short of their postings,” Hoover said.

The accuracy competition tested
thewomen’steam’s ability to land
inthe center of atarget thesizeof a
quarter.

TheU.S. teamlogged in atotal
score of .62 centimetersto capture
the bronze. Gold medal winning Chi-
neseteam completed thee ght-round
event with .31 centimetersand Rus-
siatook silver .35 centimeters.

Women’ Skydiving Team’snearly 30
year dry spell.

Thewomen also earned the over-
all Styleand Accuracy bronzemedal.

Feldt, the current U.S. National
Champion, also brought homethe
overall bronze for her individual
scores in the Style and Accuracy
events. Thiswas her best finish at
an Olympic-class meet.

Nichols and Feldt looked to
their most seasoned teammate and
team captain, Cheryl Stearns, for
advice on how to handletherigors
of competition. Stearns, a21-time
national champion, didn’t let her
teammates down, consistently com-
ing within two centimeters of the
target.

Now the Golden Knights are
training for the U.S. Skydiving
Championshipsin LakeWells, Fla,,
next month.
