

[bookmark: _Toc431307242]WHO CAN HUNT ON POST?
[bookmark: _Toc431307243]Eligible Hunters: All active and retired military personnel, their spouses, and legal dependents 10 years old or older. All active and retired National Guard, their spouses, and legal dependents 10 years or older. Active and retired Reservists, their spouses, and legal dependents 10 years or older. 100% service disabled veterans are eligible. Current full-time civil service and non-appropriated fund employees of Fort Huachuca, their spouse and legal dependents 10 years old or older. Proof of civilian status requires showing a Fort Huachuca common access card. Having a Fort Huachuca permit from a previous year is not sufficient proof of eligibility.

Sponsors of guest hunters are fully responsible for the actions of their guest hunters while on Fort Huachuca. Any violation of fort policy by a guest will be considered a violation by the sponsor and penalties may be assessed as such.


[bookmark: _Toc431307244]Small game sponsored hunting: A valid Arizona licensed hunter and Fort Huachuca permit holder who is 21 years or older may sponsor two (2) small game guest hunters for a one-week period. The start of the week period begins when the guest hunter signs his permit. A sponsor is authorized five (5) small game guest hunts per hunting year (July 1-June 30). Sponsors are required to validate their responsibility for the guest(s) by countersigning on the guest(s) permit. A guest hunter is required to sign a statement of liability provided by the Sportsman Center in order to receive a guest hunter permit.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]A small game guest hunter is authorized to hunt upland game birds, rabbits, and predatory fur-bearers limited to coyote, fox, and coati, consistent with Arizona state law.
· Small game guest hunter permit fee is $20 per one week period.
· Small game guest hunters must register their firearm(s) at the Military Police station (533-3000 or 533-3120) in accordance with FH Reg 190-14.  A small game guest hunter must remain within visual and voice range of the sponsor at all times while hunting.
· A small game guest hunter may hunt with more than one sponsor, but may not exceed five (5) hunts for the year. All guest hunter requirements apply for each sponsor.
· All hunters on Fort Huachuca must possess a valid Arizona hunting license.  See Appendix 3 for residency requirements.  Hunters may use either a resident or a non-resident hunting license to fulfill this requirement.

[bookmark: _Toc431307245]Big game sponsored hunting: When there are left-over permit tags available after a big game draw process, a valid Arizona licensed hunter and Fort Huachuca permit holder who is 21 years or older may sponsor one (1) guest hunter, per hunt, to participate in a big game hunt for deer, bear, javelina, and/or puma. An eligible Fort Huachuca hunter may sponsor no more than three (3) big game guest hunters per hunting year (July 1-June 30). The sponsor must possess the same hunt permit tag that the guest hunter wishes to participate in.
· A big game guest hunter may participate in one (1) hunt for each species, not to exceed three (3) big game hunts per year. One big game hunt is defined as the period of time that the specific hunt permit tag is valid. Turkey and pronghorn are not available for guest hunting. Big game guest hunters may only purchase over the counter non-permit tags (not issued via the draw process), or left over permit tags not issued during the draw process. Big game guest hunters may only purchase these left over permit tags in person at AZGFD regional offices starting 2 weeks after the notification that left over tags are available, or as soon as those tags are available over the counter.
· Sponsors are required to validate their responsibility for the guest(s) by countersigning on the guest(s) permit. 
· The fee for big game guest hunting permit is $40 per hunt.  A new guest hunting permit is required for each hunt the guest participates in, unless those hunts are concurrent.  A big game guest hunting permit expires on the last day that the tag is valid.
· Big game guest hunters must register their firearm(s) at the Military Police station (533-3000 or 533-3120) in accordance with FH Reg 190-14.  A big game guest hunter must remain within visual and voice range of the sponsor at all times while hunting.
· All hunters on Fort Huachuca must possess a valid Arizona hunting license.  See Appendix 3 for residency requirements.  Hunters may use either a resident or a non-resident hunting license to fulfill this requirement.
